
Luke 8:22–25 — “Who Then Is This?”
1. Storms Reveal What We Really TRUST
Calm waters can hide weak FAITH.
Obedience to Christ does not exempt us from STORMS.
The disciples’ greatest problem was not the storm, but their inadequate view of CHRIST.

2. Jesus Is Lord Over The Storm
Jesus was not threatened by what terrified the DISCIPLES.
With a single rebuke, creation obeyed its CREATOR.
The disciples realized Jesus was acting with the authority of YAHWEH Himself.

3. The Greatest Fear Is Standing Before A Holy God
The disciples feared drowning, then feared JESUS.
“Who then is this?” was not curiosity, but stunned AWE.
A small Christology produces a fragile FAITH.

4. Christ Entered The Greater Storm For Us
Jesus entered the storm of divine WRATH.
The only refuge from the wrath of God is the SON of God.
We persevere because Christ PRESERVES His people.

Final Encouragement
The One who commands the waves also holds His people FAST.
Our hope rests not in the perfection of our faith, but in the perfection of our SAVIOR.
