Just as the
Lord has forgiven you, so you are also to
forgive. % Above all, put on love, which
is the perfect bond of unity. *> And let
the peace of Christ, to which you were
also called in one body, rule your hearts.
And be thankful. *® Let the word of
Christ dwell richly among you, in all wis-
dom teaching and admonishing one an-
other through psalms, hymns, and spir-
itual songs, singing to God with grati-
tude in your hearts. *” And whatever
you do, in word or in deed, do every-
thing in the name of the Lord Jesus,
giving thanks to God the Father
through him.”

When we worship and spend time in commun-
ion with Him we grow closer to God. The inevita-
ble outcome is that He continually changes us
from the inside out - making us more like Him.
This also effects how we relate to and interact
with others on a daily basis. Our worship in-
cludes sharing Jesus with others too.

In the days and weeks to come | encourage you
to thank God for each new day and embrace it
with worship - worship between you and God,
and worship as you live out your lives and inter-
act with those around you. May you be remind-
ed of and experience the living hope that we
have in Christ in the good and hard days ahead.

Sexual Assault,

Harassment, and
Abuse Before
They Happen

We all have a right to safety in our daily lives — to have our boundaries
respected and make choices about what happens to our bodies — at home,
school, the workplace, and in public places. That sense of wellbeing and
safety can be taken away by knowing that sexual assault, harassment, and
abuse are common and not always taken seriously.

The good news is that we can stop sexual
abuse before it happens by addressing
the bigger picture in which it occurs.

The Bigger Picture

Too often, our society sends the message that sexual assault, harassment, and abuse are
caused by an individual person’s choices and failings — that of the victim or the perpetrator.

We should never blame victims for what happened to them — sexual assault and abuse are
actions that one person chooses to inflict on another. We need to hold individuals who
commit abuse accountable, but we can’t stop there when it comes to ending sexual assault
altogether. Focusing solely on individual perpetrators and instances of sexual assault,
harassment, and abuse is often easier than facing the reality that this type of violence is
widespread and common, and the driving forces behind it are hard to see.

Everyone’s beliefs, values, and behaviors are continually shaped by the world around them

— by unwritten rules on how to behave, laws, policies, and pop culture. For instance, weak
policies or lack of accountability for those who have committed sexual assault can lead to

an increased risk for perpetration. This means
our efforts to stop sexual assault before it

Everyone Is Affected by Sexual Violence

e Every 68 seconds another American is sexually assaulted.’

e 1 out of every 6 American women has been the victim of an attempted or completed rape in her lifetime
(14.8% completed, 2.8% attempted).*

e About 3% of American men—or 1 in 33—have experienced an attempted or completed rape in their life-

time.

e From 2009-2013, Child Protective Services agencies substantiated, or found strong evidence to indicate

that, 63,000 children a year were victims of sexual abuse.’

e A majority of child victims are 12-17. Of victims under the age of 18: 34% of victims of sexual assault and

rape are under age 12, and 66% of victims of sexual assault and rape are age 12-17.°

Understanding RAINN'’s statistics

Sexual violence is notoriously difficult to measure, and there is no single source of data that provides a complete
picture of the crime. On RAINN’s website, we have tried to select the most reliable source of statistics for each
topic. The primary data source we use is the National Crime Victimization Survey (NCVS), which is an annual study
conducted by the Justice Department. To conduct NCVS, researchers interview tens of thousands of Americans
each year to learn about crimes that they’ve experienced. Based on those interviews, the study provides esti-
mates of the total number of crimes, including those that were not reported to police. While NCVS has a number
of limitations (most importantly, children under age 12 are not included), overall, it is the most reliable source of
crime statistics in the U.S.

We have also relied on other Justice Department studies, as well as data from the Department of Health and Hu-
man Services and other government and academic sources. When assembling these statistics, we have generally
retained the wording used by the authors. Statistics are presented for educational purposes only. Each statistic
includes a footnote citation for the original source, where you can find information about the methodology and a
definition of terms.
