Supply List 2019-2020 

General Supplies 

● One multi-subject three-ring binder with dividers (without pictures/writing) 

● Pencil pouch to put in binder for pencils, pens, etc. 

● Binder paper- 8 ½ x 11 inch, three-hole punched, loose-leaf, white paper (to keep in binder at all times) 

● Graph paper- three-hole punched, 4 squares per inch grid  

● Six composition notebooks 

● Several blue and black pens (not turquoise, purple, green, gel-style, etc.) 

● Several #2 pencils (mechanical pencils are ok) 

● Two or more red pens or pencils 

● One or more soft erasers 

● One or more highlighters  

● White out correction tape is permitted, but not required; but liquid white out is not permitted at ESCS 

● Additional perforated spiral-bound notebooks as desired by student 

Textbooks/Bible 

● Required: Each ESCS student will be required to purchase a custom-made ESCS Planner, will be available for 

purchase at the front desk for $10.00 

● Each student needs their own ESV, NASB, or HCS Bible 

● Each class will have text books that need to be purchased by the student online (Amazon is a recommended 

vendor, as they have both new and used options).  Names of texts and ISBN numbers will be provided in a 

booklist.  Students are asked to write their name on the inside cover of their books.  Bringing books to class daily 

is required.  Students are responsible for their own textbooks and materials. 

PE Uniform​ (Grades 9-10)

● Backpack- small, durable, soft-bottom bag; must fit inside the locker/should not contain writing other than logo 

● 2 large boxes of tissue for classroom use—give to Homeroom teacher during first week of school 

● There may be other items needed for specific classes (i.e. sketch pad for Art, protractor for math, etc.)
