Letter from the Pastor Emeritus 

 

 I am fond of saying, ñThe resurrection is the beginning of our faith, but the cross is the center of 

our faith.ò  The two must be held together to understand why God sent his Son into the world. 
 

 Following is Philip Yanceyôs question, and his answer to it is illuminating.  Yancey wonders, 

ñWhy did Jesus keep the scars from His crucifixion?ò  Presumably Jesus could have any resurrected 

body He wanted.  Yet He chose one identifiable mainly by scars that can be seen and touched. 
 

 Yancy believes the scars are an emblem of life on our planet, a permanent reminder of hardship 

and suffering.  This should give us hope. 
 

 From the perspective of heaven, the scars represent the most horrible event that has happened in 

the history of the universe.  Easter turned this horrible event, the crucifixion, into a memory. 
 

 Now, because of Easter, we can hope that the tears we shed, the blows we receive, the emotional 

pain, the heartache over lost friends and loved ones, all these will become memories, like Jesusô scars.  

As Yancey says, ñScars never completely go away, but neither do they hurt any longer.ò

¶ NO ONE should come to church if they are feeling ill at all. 

¶ WEARING A MASK IS OPTIONALñBUT RECOMMENDED! 

¶ Everyone will be seated according to social distancing regulations (6ft. apart). Only 

families may sit together without the 6ft. rule. 

¶ For Childrenôs Story, children will remain seated in the pews with their families. 

¶ Attendees are to depart so there is plenty of space between families leaving.

¶ We will offer communionðon designated Sundays, individually packaged servings

¶ Offering plates will be placed at the entrances to the sanctuaryðeliminating 

passing of the plates. 

¶ NO greeting at the door by the pastor following the service. 

¶ NO nursery facilities will be available. 
 

Again, these restrictions are put in place for your safety AND  

the safety of those around you. Thank you for your cooperation.

During  the COVID-19 pandemic, we are holding services of worship.

This has been a very long and trying year, dealing with all aspects of the pandemic. Having to stay 

relatively secluded just to protect yourself and others can be difficult, and has affected the mental 

health of countless individuals. Many are still working from home, as well as being a schoolteacher to 

their children at home, at least part of the time. Days seem long, and this can make everyone irritable, 

especially for those who are used to being on the go. 

Here are some ideas for passing the time: 
¶ Get outdoors. Go for a walk or a bike ride. Play a game of croquet, horseshoes, washers, cornhole, 

beer pong, or set up an obstacle course. Track your time just for fun. 

¶ In honor of Earth Day, April 22 nd, plant a tree, go green, recycle, or clean up trash in your 

neighborhood. 

¶ Play a game of cards or a board game with your familyéor a game of solitaire. 

¶ Put a jig-saw puzzle together.

¶ Pick up a hobby or try a new one: woodworking, crochet, knitting, embroidery, drawing, painting, 

cooking, etc. Start making holiday giftsñthereõs nothing more special than a handmade item from a 

loved one. 

¶ Check on the elderly, a neighbor, or someone whose health is compromised. Offer to do some 

shopping or run an errand for them. Remember social distancing. Leave your delivery at their door. 

¶ Try some new recipes. 

¶ Rearrange your furniture to give your home a new look.   

¶ Call a friend you seldom see. It always warms the heart to know someone is thinking of you. 

¶ Watch a movie, or make it a movie marathon with popcorn, candy, and soda. Make it theater
