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Holy Week and Easter Sunday at Trinity 
We are rapidly approaching the week in which we observe the core of our faith. 
Please take advantage of these services to contemplate and celebrate Jesusô passion 
for us and the ultimate victory God won, through him, for us! 

Please remember that masks are required at all services. 

 

Maundy Thursday, April 1, 7:00 pm 
Maundy Thursday gets its name from the mandates (commands) that Jesus gave to 
his disciples, and by extension, to us. Actually there are two mandates: 

To love one another, just as Jesus has loved us (John 13:34) 
ñTake and eat é this cup that is poured out for you is the new covenant in my 
blood.ò (Luke 22:14-20 and parallels) 

We will leave after communion and the altar and furnishings are stripped in          
preparation for Good Friday. The Maundy Thursday service is the first part of a single 
event, which also contains Good Friday and Saturdayôs Easter Vigil (which historically 
we have not observed at Trinity). 

We leave this portion of the Holy Week service in silence. 

 

Good Friday, April 2, 7:00 pm 
At this part of the service, we contemplate the passion of Jesus for us, that he was 
willing to die to free us from the hold our rebellion against God that restrains us from 
being the people God made us to be. We remember the betrayal and the crucifixion 
that led to his death.  

We also leave in silence, carrying with us our recollection of Jesusô great love for us. 

There will be no Saturday evening service. It will resume on Saturday, April 10, at 
5:30 pm. 

 

Easter Sunday, April 4, 8:00 am and 10:00 am 
Trinity will offer two festive services to celebrate the victory God won in Christ Jesus 
by raising him from the dead. The chancel will be decked out in lilies. Holy Commun-
ion will be offered at both services, using the pre-packaged wafer and grape juice as 
we have throughout the pandemic. 

The 10:00 am service on Easter morning will be webcast and broadcast on the radio. 

Each service is limited to 140 people.
