INCREASED FAITH INCREASES DUTY

As someone rises through the ranks at work, there are typically benefits: higher salary, more
authority, better benefits.

However, to lead us to take up those responsibilities, our Savior doesn’t
threaten or cajole. He helps us see that while increased faith increases duty, increased duty increases
delight. The believer knows he serves the One who came to serve us first. Just as Christ’s service
brought him great joy, so does our service to others.
