Spiritual Growth Opportunities

Our Sunday Morning Bible Class (9:15 a.m. in the church basement) will
start a new course on January 4th. Defending the Faith is a six-lesson apologetics
Bible study to help our members thoughtfully and lovingly engage in conversation
with skeptics of the Christian faith. We do this using God's gift of reason which is
rooted in gentleness and respect.
