A subcommittee is on board to make 

recommendations for the music ministry area. We are working closely with our insurance agent on damages, 

coverage, etc. The trustees will present a road map forward at a Church Council meeting in late October, at which 

time a Renovation Committee will be formally approved. Please do not expect to see carpenters or contractors any 

time soon.
