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A Prayer for the Church

2 Thessalonians contains a beautiful encouragement and prayer
for all of us in the church. A prayer that should encourage us in our
walk with Christ and also inspire us in how to pray for others, even
those brothers and sisters in Christ around the world that we do
not know. Paul writes the following:

 In addition, brothers and sisters, pray for us that the word of the
Lord may spread rapidly and be honored, just as it was with you,
and that we may be delivered from wicked and evil people, for not
all have faith. But the Lord is faithful; he will strengthen you and
guard you from the evil one. We have confidence in the Lord
about you, that you are doing and will continue to do what we
command. May the Lord direct your hearts to God’s love and
Christ’s endurance. - 2 Thessalonians 3:1-5

In this prayer Paul focuses on every believer’s call to spread the
gospel and for the word of God being spread among the nations.
He also calls out for deliverance from those who would oppose and
fight against the faith. He then finishes the prayer with the
declaration that God will strengthen us. The heart of his prayer is
found in the last line. This is my prayer for you today as well, that
the Lord will direct your hearts to God’s love and Christ’s
endurance. God’s love will always push us towards sharing the
gospel with others. That is the power of His love, the more you
share God’s love with others, the more you come to realize God’s
love for you personally. I encourage you likewise to pray this prayer
for other believers both in your life and worldwide. Be blessed
today and know that Jesus wants to use you and reveal himself to
you today and tomorrow, everyday till he returns. Come Lord Jesus
come!
