“ALONE WITH JESUS – WHERE TRUE UNDERSTANDING IS FORMED”
Mark 4:10–20

INTRODUCTION
There is a difference between being around Jesus…
and actually being with Jesus.
The issue is not:
∞ How often you hear the Word
The issue is:
∞ What kind of heart you bring when you hear it

I. THE SACRED SETTING: JESUS ALONE WITH HIS DISCIPLES (v.10)
“But when He was alone…”
A. The Crowd vs. The Disciples
The crowd:
· Saw His miracles 
· Heard His teaching 
The disciples:
· Sat in His presence 
· Received His explanation 
∞ Jesus is not building admirers
∞ He is forming disciples

B. Transformation Requires Nearness
Transformation does not happen in noise
It happens in nearness
∞ You cannot grow deeply in Christ
without being alone with Christ

C. Pattern of Spiritual Growth
1. Public proclamation 
2. Private explanation 
3. Personal transformation 

II. THE HUNGER OF TRUE DISCIPLES (v.10)
“…they asked Him…”
A. True Disciples Pursue Understanding
· Recognize when they don’t understand 
· Refuse to remain in confusion 
· Run to Jesus for clarity 

B. The Right Response to Difficulty
The crowd: walks away
The disciple: leans in
∞ True disciples don’t just hear Jesus
∞ They go after Him

III. JESUS REVEALS SPIRITUAL UNDERSTANDING (vv.11–12)
“To you it has been given…”

A. Understanding is a Gift
You understand because it has been given
∞ Spiritual understanding is an act of grace

B. The Mystery is Christ
The mystery is not just information…
∞ The mystery is Christ Himself

C. Jesus Reveals and Conceals
Truth rejected leads to blindness
Light ignored leads to darkness
∞ The difference is how people respond to Jesus

IV. JESUS TRAINS HIS DISCIPLES (v.13)
“Do you not understand…?”

A. Jesus is Personally Invested
Jesus is:
· patient 
· intentional 
· invested 

B. This Parable is Foundational
It explains:
∞ How people respond to the Word

C. Jesus is the Perfect Teacher
He does not just give content
∞ He shapes understanding

V. THE FOUR SOILS (vv.14–20)
“The sower sows the Word”

1. The Hard Heart (v.15)
· The Word does not penetrate 
· Satan takes it away 
∞ This heart is closed to Jesus

2. The Shallow Heart (vv.16–17)
· Receives with joy 
· Falls away under pressure 
∞ Loves the idea of Jesus… not the cost of Jesus

3. The Crowded Heart (vv.18–19)
· Choked by cares of this world 
· Distracted by riches and desires 
∞ Jesus is present… but not priority

4. The Good Soil (v.20)
· Receives the Word 
· Produces fruit 
∞ A life transformed by Jesus

KEY TRUTH:
The difference is not the seed
The difference is the soil

VI. WHY JESUS EXPLAINS IN PRIVATE
1. Relationship before revelation 
2. Truth formed through time with Jesus 
3. Preparation for the cross 

VII. THE CROSS
Same cross
Same Savior
Different hearts

VIII. FINAL APPLICATION
1. Are you spending time alone with Jesus?
2. Are you pursuing understanding?
3. What kind of soil are you?

FINAL CHALLENGE
The crowd heard Jesus…
The disciples sat with Him

The question is not:
∞ “Have you heard Him?”
The question is:
∞ “Have you been with Him?”
