How to Stand When You Don’t Understand
Job 13:15

Main Truth
When life does not make sense, believers stand by:
· praising God in tragedy, 
· trusting God in mystery, 
· and resting in God’s sufficiency through Jesus Christ. 

I. In Unexpected Tragedy, We Praise
Job 1:20–22
“The Lord gave, and the Lord hath taken away; blessed be the name of the Lord.”
Key Truths
· Job lost his wealth, family, health, and reputation. 
· Job did not understand WHY, but he still worshiped. 
· Worship is not based on our circumstances, but on God’s character. 
Application
Faith is worshiping God even when life hurts.

II. In Unexplained Mystery, We Trust
Job 13:15
“Though He slay me, yet will I trust Him.”
Key Truths
· Faith is not built on explanations, but on God’s character. 
· Sometimes God’s ways are beyond our understanding. 
· We live by God’s promises, not by human understanding. 
Application
When we cannot trace God’s hand, we trust His heart.

III. In Spiritual Battles, We Hold Fast
Job 2:3
“Still he holdeth fast his integrity.”
Key Truths
· Satan wanted Job to curse God. 
· Trials reveal what our faith is built upon. 
· True faith remains faithful even in suffering. 
FRBC Mission Connection
We are called to:
· Love others in suffering 
· Go to the hurting 
· Know God’s Word deeply 
· Share the hope of Jesus Christ 

IV. The Cross Is God’s Greatest Answer
Romans 5:8
“But God demonstrates His own love toward us…”
Key Truths
· Jesus is the greater innocent sufferer. 
· The cross shows both God’s justice and God’s love. 
· Jesus suffered so we could be saved. 
Application
The cross proves God loves us even when life does not make sense.

V. God Is Sufficient
Job 42:5
“Now mine eye seeth thee.”
Key Truths
· Job received a greater revelation of God. 
· Sometimes God removes lesser things so we learn He is enough. 
· God Himself is our greatest treasure.

· pray through pain, 
· love sacrificially, 
· trust God with their families, 
· and worship through tears.

· Praise God 
· Trust God
