PEACE IN THE STORM
Mark 4:35–41
Congregation Notes 
Main Truth:
Jesus is Lord over every storm, and He calls us to trust Him even when circumstances seem out of control.

I. Obedience to Jesus Does Not Exempt Us From Storms
Mark 4:35
Key Truth:
The disciples were in the storm because they were obeying Jesus.
"Let us cross over to the other side." (Mark 4:35)
Lessons:
· Following Jesus does not guarantee an easy life. 
· Storms are often part of God's plan for our growth. 
· God uses difficulties to strengthen our faith. 
Examples from Scripture:
· Moses faced Pharaoh. 
· David faced Goliath. 
· Daniel faced the lions' den. 
· Paul faced imprisonment. 
· Jesus faced the cross. 
Application:
Sometimes the storm is not punishment—it is preparation.

II. Fear Grows When Faith Forgets Who Is in the Boat
Mark 4:36–38
"Teacher, do You not care that we are perishing?" (Mark 4:38)
The Disciples' Problem:
· They focused on the storm instead of the Savior. 
· Fear caused them to question Jesus' care and concern. 
Fear Often Causes Us To Question:
· God's love 
· God's presence 
· God's goodness 
· God's control 
Remember:
Jesus was in the boat the entire time.
Application:
The presence of a storm does not mean the absence of God.

III. Jesus Has Absolute Authority Over Creation
Mark 4:39
"Peace, be still!" (Mark 4:39)
What Happened?
· Jesus spoke. 
· The wind stopped. 
· The sea became calm. 
Key Truth:
The wind and waves obeyed Jesus because He is their Creator.
This Miracle Reveals:
Jesus is not merely a teacher or prophet—He is God in the flesh.
Application:
Nothing in your life is beyond the authority of Christ.

IV. Jesus Calls Us to Faith Instead of Fear
Mark 4:40
"Why are you so fearful? How is it that you have no faith?" (Mark 4:40)
Biblical Faith Is:
· Trusting God when circumstances are difficult. 
· Believing God's promises despite what we see. 
· Resting in God's character during uncertainty. 
The Disciples Forgot:
Jesus had already promised,
"Let us cross over to the other side."
Application:
God's promises are greater than your problems.

V. The Fear of God Replaces the Fear of Circumstances
Mark 4:41
"Who can this be, that even the wind and the sea obey Him!" (Mark 4:41)
The Disciples Moved From:
· Fear of the storm
to 
· Awe of Jesus 
True Worship Happens When:
· We see Christ for who He truly is. 
· We trust His power. 
· We rest in His sovereignty. 
Application:
The more we know Jesus, the less we fear our circumstances.

3. What has this storm revealed about my faith? 
4. Am I trusting God's promises or my circumstances? 
5. How is God using this storm to help me know Him better? 

Take Home Truth
The storm may be great, but Jesus is greater.
The Savior in the boat is stronger than the storm around the boat.
"Peace, be still!" – Mark 4:39 NKJV
