Text: Mark 3:13–19

Big Idea:
Jesus calls, forms, and tests/proves His disciples—and reveals the difference between true and false faith.
I. The Sovereign Call of Jesus (v.13)
“He calleth unto him whom He would… and they came unto Him.”
What We Learn:
· Jesus calls according to His will 
· Salvation begins with God’s initiative 
· The disciples still had to respond 
John 15:16
Key Truth:
God’s sovereignty does not remove human responsibility.
Understanding the Tension:
· God chooses / calls 
· We must respond / come 
Application:
Have I truly responded to Jesus’ call or just been aware of it?
II. The Priority of Being With Jesus (v.14)
“That they should be with Him…”
A. Relationship Before Responsibility
· Discipleship begins with relationship, not activity 
· Christianity is about relationship, not religion 
B. The Order Matters
1. Be with Him 
2. Then be sent by Him 
John 15:5
Key Truth:
Without Jesus, we can do nothing.
The Danger of Reversing the Order:
· Leads to spiritual dryness / burnout 
· Produces activity without fruit 
· Creates dependence on self 
Application:
Am I spending intentional time with Jesus daily?
III. True vs. False Discipleship (v.19)
“…Judas Iscariot, who also betrayed Him.”
What Judas Teaches Us:
· You can be close to Jesus and still be lost 
· You can be active in church and not be saved 
· You can look like a disciple without being one 
Matthew 7:21–23
Key Truth:
Not everyone who looks like a disciple is a true disciple.
True Faith Is:
· Trusting in Christ 
· Surrendering to Christ 
· Transformed by Christ 
Application:
Is my faith genuine or just external?

IV. The Gospel Connection
The Problem:
All have sinned
Romans 3:23

The Solution:
Christ died for us
Romans 5:8

The Victory:
Jesus rose again
Acts 2:32

V. Personal Reflection
· Have I truly been called by Jesus? 
· Am I actively being formed by Jesus? 
· Am I living as one sent by Jesus? 

Final Question:
Am I just around Jesus…
or am I truly following Him?
