Main Truth
The Kingdom of God may begin small and unseen, but nothing can stop the power and purposes of God.

Question 1
What does Mark 4:26–29 teach about God's sovereignty in salvation and spiritual growth?
Key Truth
God alone is the source of spiritual life, growth, and salvation, while believers are called to faithfully participate in His work.
Our Responsibility
· Sow the seed 
· Preach the Gospel 
· Teach the Word 
· Pray faithfully 
· Disciple believers 
God's Responsibility
· Gives the increase 
· Produces spiritual life 
· Changes hearts 
· Brings the final harvest 
Important Scripture
"I planted, Apollos watered, but God gave the increase."
— 1 Corinthians 3:6
What This Means
· We cannot save anyone. 
· We cannot force spiritual growth. 
· We can be faithful, but only God can bring fruit. 
· God is often working beneath the surface before we see visible results. 
Application
Faithfulness is our responsibility; fruitfulness belongs to God.

Question 2
What does the mustard seed teach us about the nature and advancement of God's Kingdom?
Key Truth
God's Kingdom advances according to His power and purpose, and its final triumph is certain regardless of present appearances.
The Mustard Seed Teaches
· Never underestimate small beginnings. 
· God often works through what appears weak and insignificant. 
· The Kingdom continues to grow and expand. 
· God's plans are often bigger than what we can currently see. 
Examples of Small Beginnings God Used
· David defeating Goliath 
· Gideon's small army 
· Bethlehem, a small town 
· Twelve disciples 
· The Cross, which looked like defeat 
What This Means
· God's work should not be measured by worldly standards. 
· The Kingdom is not dependent on human power. 
· What God starts, God finishes. 
· The Kingdom of God cannot be stopped. 
Application
Never despise small beginnings because God often uses small things to accomplish great purposes.

Question 3
Why do some people hear God's Word and receive truth while others hear the same message and remain unchanged?
Key Truth
Saving truth is received by hearts that are receptive to God's revelation, while hardened hearts may hear the Word without truly understanding or believing it.
The Difference Is Not the Message
The difference is the condition of the heart.
Some People
· Hear stories 
· Remain unchanged 
· Reject God's truth 
· Walk away without responding 
Others
· Hear God's voice 
· Receive God's truth 
· Believe the Gospel 
· Follow Christ 
Important Scripture
"My sheep hear My voice, and I know them, and they follow Me."
— John 10:27
What This Means
· Hearing is more than listening. 
· Spiritual understanding comes from God. 
· The condition of the heart determines the response to God's Word. 
· God's Word always demands a response. 
Application
The issue is not whether God is speaking; the issue is whether we are listening.

· Share our testimony 
· Share the hope of Jesus Christ 

Warning Against Spiritual Complacency
Living Things Grow
The Danger Is Becoming
· Spiritually comfortable 
· Satisfied with shallow faith 
· Focused on maintenance instead of mission 
· Resistant to change and growth 
Growth Requires
· Faith 
· Obedience 
· Change 
Comfort is never the goal of Christianity.
Christlikeness is the goal.

✓ GO faithfully
✓ KNOW deeply
✓ SHARE courageously
✓ Trust God for the increase
