How to Stand When You Don’t Understand
Book of Job Job 1:6–22; Job 13:15; Job 42:1–6
Main Theme
God teaches believers to:
· praise Him in tragedy, 
· trust Him in mystery, 
· and stand firm in His sufficiency through Jesus Christ. 
Theological Question #1
Why does God allow righteous people to suffer?
Key Scriptures
· Job 1:6–12 
· Romans 8:28 
· Isaiah 55:8–9 
Key Truths
· Job’s suffering was NOT caused by personal sin. 
· God remained completely sovereign over Job’s suffering. 
· Satan’s power was limited by God. 
· God’s ways are often higher than our understanding. 
Important Lesson
Suffering is not always punishment; sometimes God is accomplishing greater purposes we cannot yet see.
Application
Trust God’s character even when you do not understand His purposes.
Theological Question #2
What does Job teach us about faith and worship during suffering?
Key Scriptures
· Job 1:20–22 
· Job 13:15 
· 1 Thessalonians 5:18 
Key Truths
· Job chose to worship before he understood. 
· Genuine faith is rooted in God’s character, not circumstances. 
· Faith continues trusting even when heaven seems silent. 
· Worship is an act of faith during suffering. 
Application
When we cannot trace God’s hand, we trust His heart.
Theological Question #3
How does Job point us to Jesus Christ and the cross?
Key Scriptures
· Romans 5:8 
· Isaiah 53 
· Job 42:5 
Key Truths
· Jesus is the greater innocent sufferer. 
· The cross reveals both God’s justice and God’s love. 
· God did not simply give Job answers; He gave Job a revelation of Himself. 
· God Himself is our greatest treasure. 
Application
Because of the cross, believers can stand firm even when life does not make sense.
Final Challenge
When tragedy comes:
· Praise God 
When mystery comes:
· Trust God 
When spiritual battles come:
· Cling to Christ 
Key Verse
Job 13:15
“Though He slay me, yet will I trust Him.”
