Message Title: Surviving the Storm: The Test of Faith Before Getting to the Other Side

✝️ Main Idea:
Storms are not signs of abandonment—they are often tests of faith that reveal Christ’s power, deepen our trust, and prepare us for what’s waiting on the other side.

1. Obedience doesn’t prevent storms.
→ (“A great windstorm arose…”)
➤ Sometimes God leads us into storms to grow our faith.
2. God’s Word must anchor us in the storm.
→ (“Let us go to the other side.”)
➤ His promise is stronger than the waves.
3. Jesus is silent but still present.
→ (“He was asleep on a cushion…”)
➤ God’s silence is not His absence.
4. Jesus has authority to calm the storm.
→ (“Peace! Be still!”)
➤ Even chaos listens when Christ speaks.
5. The real test is not the storm—it’s your faith.
→ (“Why are you so afraid? Have you still no faith?”)
➤ Storms expose our trust level.
6. Storms lead to worship of Jesus.
→ (“Who then is this…?”)
➤ Fear turns into worship when you see who He really is.
7. The storm at sea points us to the storm of the cross.
→ ➤ Jesus didn’t just calm judgment—He took it on Himself.
8. On the other side of the storm is the mission.
→ (Mark 5 – the man possessed by demons)
➤ Your breakthrough may lead to someone else’s freedom.
