📖 Luke 4:16–21 (NKJV)
“The Spirit of the Lord is upon Me, because He has anointed Me to preach the gospel to the poor…”

Introduction – When Jesus Comes to Town
When Jesus visits, everything changes.
Wherever He goes:
· People get saved.
· Lives are restored.
· Addictions are broken.
· Hurts are healed.
💡 When Jesus comes, there’s Good News!

1. The Good News Has a Name — JESUS
Romans 1:16 – “For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ…”
The Gospel is not a system or a philosophy — it’s a Person.
Jesus is the Good News because He:
· Came down so we could be lifted up.
· Took our sin so we could take His righteousness.
· Bore our cross so we could wear His crown.
Everywhere Jesus went — people were changed.
✝️ When Jesus comes, the power of God is revealed through salvation.

2. The Good News Heals the Broken
“He has sent Me to heal the brokenhearted.”
There’s no heart too shattered for Jesus to heal.
The cross is where healing begins and hope is restored.
You don’t have to fix yourself before coming — come as you are, and He will do the cleaning.
Bring your hurt, your guilt, your shame, and your fear to the altar.
🕊️ The Good News is that Jesus heals what the world can’t touch.

3. The Good News Liberates the Captive
“To proclaim liberty to the captives…”
Jesus came to set captives free — free from sin, fear, addiction, and darkness.
John 8:36 – “If the Son makes you free, you shall be free indeed.”
At the:
· Cross – He broke the power of sin.
· Empty Tomb – He broke the power of death.
· Pentecost – He broke the power of fear.
🔓 When Jesus visits, chains fall and freedom reigns.

4. The Good News Points to the CROSS
Isaiah 53:5 – “He was wounded for our transgressions…”
The cross is the center of the Good News.
At Calvary:
· Our debt was paid.
· Our curse was broken.
· Our eternity was secured.
When Jesus said, “It is finished,” He meant the work of salvation was complete.
❤️ The Good News is not that we are good — it’s that Jesus died for the guilty.

5. The Good News Promises His RETURN
1 Thessalonians 4:16–17 – “The Lord Himself will descend from heaven with a shout…”
The same Jesus who died and rose again is coming back!
One day soon:
· The trumpet will sound.
· The dead in Christ will rise.
· The church will be caught up.
The cross was His first coming — the rapture will be His next.
🌤️ The Good News isn’t over — Jesus is coming again!

6. The Good News Demands a RESPONSE
Some believed Him, others rejected Him.
The same choice stands today:
· Will you open your heart?
· Will you let Him visit your life?
· Will you come to the cross before the trumpet sounds?
🔥 The gospel is not good advice — it’s Good News that demands a decision.

Closing Thought
When Jesus visits:
· The blind see.
· The lame walk.
· The sinner repents.
· The church rejoices.
