John 1:1–14
“The Word Became Flesh”

INTRODUCTION — GOD HAS SPOKEN
· Humanity has always asked: What is God like?
· John answers with a Person, not a philosophy.
· God did not just send a message — He became the message.
“In the beginning was the Word…” (John 1:1)
Christmas is:
· Revelation
· Incarnation
· God stepping into darkness to bring light.

I. THE ETERNITY OF THE WORD
(John 1:1–5)
“In the beginning was the Word…”
· Jesus did not begin in Bethlehem.
· Bethlehem was an entrance, not an origin.
· The Word:
· Was with God
· Was God
Key Truth:
Jesus is eternal, not created.
“In Him was life, and the life was the light of men.”
· Life = eternal life
· Light = truth, salvation, revelation
“The light shines in the darkness…”
Truth to Remember:
Darkness has never overcome the Light.

II. THE ENTRANCE INTO THE WORLD
(John 1:6–14)
“He came to His own, and His own did not receive Him.”
· The Creator entered His creation.
· Rejection did not stop redemption.
“To all who did receive Him…”
Salvation is:
· Not by heritage
· Not by effort
· Not by religion
Salvation is new birth from God.
“And the Word became flesh and dwelt among us.”
· “Dwelt” = God tabernacled among us
· Glory no longer behind a veil
· God moved into the neighborhood
Christmas Truth:
The manger points to the cross.

III. THE ENLIGHTENMENT OF MAN
(John 1:9–13)
“The true light … was coming into the world.”
Jesus:
· Reveals who God is
· Reveals who we are
· Reveals how we are saved
“Full of grace and truth.”
· Grace without truth is meaningless
· Truth without grace is unbearable
· In Jesus:
· Grace saves
· Truth sanctifies
“He has made Him known.”
If you want to know God — look at Jesus.
If you want to see God’s heart — look at the cross.

IV. THE HUMBLING OF THE WORD
(Philippians 2:5–11)
“Though He was in the form of God…”
Jesus’ descent:
· From throne to womb
· From glory to servant
· From heaven to cross
“He humbled Himself… to the point of death.”
· The cross was not an accident
· It was the mission
“Therefore God has highly exalted Him…”
· Every knee will bow
· Every tongue will confess
· Jesus Christ is Lord

CONCLUSION — OUR RESPONSE
The eternal Word stepped into time.
The holy God stepped into humanity.
The Light stepped into darkness.
Not to condemn —
But to save.
My Response Today:
· I will receive Him
· I will trust Him
· I will worship Him
“And we have seen His glory… full of grace and truth.”
This Christmas — and every day —
Worship the Word who became flesh for our salvation.
