Who Is My Family?
Text: Mark 3:31–35
Main Idea:
True relationship with Jesus is not defined by physical connection, but by spiritual obedience, made possible through the cross.
I. The Misunderstood Savior (Mark 3:31–32)
1. Jesus’ family came because they misunderstood Him
· Earlier they thought He was “out of His mind” (Mark 3:21) 
2. The crowd was around Jesus, but not all belonged to Him
· Proximity does not equal relationship 
3. His family stood outside, while disciples sat inside
· This reveals a spiritual distinction, not just physical distance 
Key Truth:
You can be near Jesus and still be outside His family
II. The Radical Redefinition (Mark 3:33–34)
1. Jesus asked a confronting question
· “Who is My mother, or My brothers?” 
2. Jesus identified His true family
· “Here are My mother and My brothers!” 
3. Spiritual family is based on faith, not bloodline
Doctrine Highlight:
We are brought into God’s family through adoption
· Romans 8:15 – We cry “Abba, Father”
Key Truth:
We are not born into God’s family physically—
We are brought in by grace
III. The Mark of True Belonging (Mark 3:35)
1. The defining evidence of belonging
· “Whoever does the will of God” 
2. Obedience is not the root of salvation
· It is the fruit of salvation 
3. The will of God begins with believing in Jesus
· John 6:40 – Believe in the Son and have everlasting life
Key Truth:
True faith always produces obedience
IV. The Cross: Where the Family Is Formed
1. Jesus redefined relationships at the cross
· John 19:26–27
2. Jesus was rejected so we could be accepted
· Isaiah 53:3 – He was despised and rejected
3. We are not born into this family—
We are bought into it by His blood
· Ephesians 1:5 – Adopted through Jesus Christ
Key Truth:
The cross is the doorway into the family of God
V. Application
1. The Lost (Outside the Family)
· You may be close to Jesus, but not committed to Him 
· You must receive Him to become a child of God
· John 1:12 
2. The Comfortable (In Name Only)
· Saying you belong is not enough 
· True faith produces obedience and surrender 
3. The Faithful (True Family Members)
· You are part of an eternal family 
· You are never alone in Christ 
FRBC Mission Connection
· Love – We love one another as the family of God 
· Go – We invite others into the family 
· Know – We grow in understanding God’s will 
· Share – We share the gospel that brings people into the family 
Final Question:
· Am I outside looking in, or inside walking with Jesus?
Closing Truth:
Jesus stood outside…
So we could be brought inside
