2. What do the vessels that Paul mention in 2 Timothy 2:20 represent? (2 Timothy 2:19-21; 1 Timothy 3:15; Matthew 13:24-30)

3. How does a vessel move from being dishonorable to honorable and what does that represent? (2 Timothy 2:21; 1 Corinthians 6:11; 1 John 1:9) In what ways is an honorable vessel useful to the Lord? (2 Timothy 2:21; Ephesians 2:8-10)

4. What does it mean to “flee youthful passions”? (2 Timothy 2:22a; Romans 1:24; Galatians 5:16, 19-21) What are some practical ways to flee from our sin? (Romans 8:13, 13:14; 1 Corinthians 10:13) Why fleeing from our sin crucial if we are going to be used by the Lord? (Romans 12:1)
