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Be  Thankful

On Repentance

     It has been said that repentance is the hardest command to obey because of the obstinacy of the human will. Yet, once one 
repents, no command of God is too hard to obey. 
     Repentance is required. Jesus said, “Unless you repent, you will all likewise perish” (Luke 13:3). Paul preached, “God is now 
declaring to men that all everywhere should repent, because He has fixed a day in which He will judge the world in righteousness” 
(Acts 17:30–31). 
     What is repentance? It is a change of mind that results in changed behavior. One who repents changes his mind about sin and 
proves it by obeying God. 
     Repentance involves four necessary components—remorse, resolve, reformation, and restoration. Without all four, repentance is 
incomplete: 
     Remorse is genuine sorrow for sin against God—not regret over being caught. God said, “Rend your heart and not your 
garments. Now return to the Lord your God” (Joel 2:13). Paul added, “The sorrow that is according to the will of God produces a 
repentance without regret leading to salvation” (2 Corinthians 7:10). 
     Resolve is a change of will. The Thessalonians “turned to God from idols” (1 Thessalonians 1:9). The prodigal son resolved, “I will 
get up and go to my father… I have sinned” (Luke 15:18). 
     Reformation is a change of behavior. John called people to bear “fruit worthy of repentance” (Matthew 3:8). In Ephesus, believers 
burned their magic books as evidence of repentance (Acts 19:18–19). 
     Restoration is the effort to right wrongs. Zaccheus said, “If I have defrauded anyone, I will give back four times as much” (Luke 
19:8). The thief must return what was stolen; the gossip must strive to repair damage done. 
     These four things mark true repentance. God demands it and will not save without it. No wonder, “There will be more joy in 
heaven over one sinner who repents, than over ninety-nine righteous persons who need no repentance” (Luke 15:7, 10). 
These four things are involved in genuine repentance.  God demands it of us and cannot save us until we repent.  It is no wonder 
then that, “There will be more joy in heaven over one sinner who repents, than over ninety-nine righteous persons who need no 
repentance” (Luke 15:7; cf. verse 10).
