Saul the Sour, or Paul the Pure?

“This is a faithful saying and worthy of all acceptance, that Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners, of whom I am chief. 
However, for this reason I obtained mercy, that in me first Jesus Christ might show all longsuffering, as a pattern to those who are 
going to believe on Him for everlasting life” (I Timothy 1:15-16).

Saul, later known as Paul, is one of the most fascinating figures in Scripture. His zeal for God shaped his entire life, but at first that 
zeal was tragically misguided. As a Pharisee trained under the great teacher Gamaliel, Saul was passionate about protecting the 
purity of the Jewish faith. Yet when we first meet him in Acts, he is approving the death of Stephen and leading the persecution of 
the church.

On his way to carry out this mission of destruction, Saul encountered Jesus on the road to Damascus. In that moment, he 
discovered that the very one he persecuted was in fact the Lord he claimed to serve. Blinded for three days, he was taught what he 
must do and was baptized to be made pure. From then on, the same passion that once fueled hatred now fueled a mission of grace, 
forgiveness, and truth.

Paul never lost his zeal—but now it was guided by love for Christ. His life became a testimony that no one is too far gone for God’s 
mercy. The grace that was bestowed upon him now became his mission and his message. 

Like Paul, we were once enemies of God. But through Christ’s blood, we are made new and sent to share His grace with the world. 
The question for us then becomes, will we live like Paul the Pure, or Saul the Sour?

My prayer is that we all choose to live like Paul and live out the Mission and Message of grace.
