 This month we are looking at Relationships.  Relationships are the way in which two or more concepts, objects, or people are connected. There are good and healthy relationships, but on the contrary, there are bad and unhealthy relationships.  This month we want to take inventory on our relationships that God has designed us for and see our relationship status.  Are we in a good/healthy relationship or are we lacking in some areas? Today we are going to consider our relationship with God.

It might be difficult or feel difficult for for people to have a relationship with a God they don’t see, hear, or feel.  However, many people are searching for Him trying to find Him to have a relationship with Him. 
· Why:
· People are trying to fill a vacuum or void in their life. 
· So, they try and fill this void with something, anything.  

· I believe all human beings do this…. 
· Woman at the well 
· Jn. 4:15 - The woman said to Him, “Sir, give me this water, that I may not thirst, nor come here to draw.”… v. 18 – She had 5 husbands and 1 now is not your husband. 
· Looking for relationships but not finding what she needed.  

· King David is longing for God 
· Ps. 63:1 – O God, You are My God; early I will seek You; My soul thirst for You…

· Athens - Acts 17:22-23 – “Then Paul stood in the midst of the Areopagus and said, “Men of Athens, I perceive that in all things you are very religious… Therefore, the One whom you worship without knowing, Him I proclaim to you:”	Searching for a Relationship.

· People are Searching for a relationship with their Creator (They know) 
· “Are You My Mother?”  (Book) 
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· The concept is the same. (Relationship/connection)The baby bird goes to look for his mother.  Inquisitive.

Types of Relationships found in the Bible with God:
· No Relationship 
· Pharoah (Ex. 5:2) 
· Fake Relationship
· Matt. 7:21-23 – Just because you say your in a relationship doesn’t mean you actually have a relationship. 
· No Intimate Relationship 
· Matt. 15:8-9 - You have honor with lips and mouth, but your heart is not in the relationship 
· True Relationship 
· John 15:4 – Abiding in Christ. 

How to Develop a Relationship: (In General) 
· Let class come up with answers: 
· Communicate / talk with each other 
· Spend time with each other 
· Mutual respect for one another 
· Trust 
· Set Boundaries 
· Show Appreciation to each other 
· Understand each other’s needs
