Intro: 
· Bible examples of when God asked for something to be done people tried to avoid the call.  
· Moses – Gave excuses (Ex. 3:11-14) 
· Gideon – Questioned his abilities (Judges 6:15)
· Jonah – Refused (Jonah 1:2-3) 
· Others… 

· Why do people avoid volunteering in general? (Think not just church, but outside church) 
· Time constraints
· Lack of flexibility in opportunities
· Not finding opportunities that match their interests or skills
· Lack of appreciation
· Burnout
· Disorganization within volunteer programs

 “Whose Job Is It, Anyway?” - This is a story about four people named Everybody, Somebody, Anybody and Nobody. There was an important job to be done and Everybody was sure that Somebody would do it. Anybody could have done it, but Nobody did it. Somebody got angry about that, because it was Everybody’s job. Everybody thought Anybody could do it, but Nobody realized that Everybody wouldn’t do it. It ended up that Everybody blamed Somebody when Nobody did what Anybody could have.

Example of Volunteering to do good:
· The Good Samaritan – Luke 10:25-37

Isa. 6:1-10 – (Isaiah) Here am I send Me! 
· Isaiah saw a need!
· He understood that the need might not get fixed unless he went! 
· He was compelled to do something! 

How to look for ways to serve! 
· Be Aware of Surroundings & Needs 
· Ask (Because many times people won’t tell you) 
· Challenge yourself to help x amount of people in a week, month.

· John 13:12-17 (Servitude)
