· Define greed: An intense and selfish desire for something, especially wealth or possessions.
· Clarify: Money is not evil, but the love of money is.
· Key thought: Greed is a heart issue that affects how we relate to God, others, and possessions.
1 Tim. 6:10: 
· v.6: Godliness with contentment is great gain.
·  v.7: We brought nothing into the world...
· v.8: Be content with basic needs.
·  v.9–10: Dangers of desiring riches.
Greed:
· Never is satisfied – always wants more 
· Prioritizing wealth over righteousness 
· Use others or neglecting justice for personal gain 
· Obsessive focus on material success.

· Pursue Contentment - 1 Tim. 6:6, Heb. 13:5
· Trust God as Provider - Matthew 6:31–33
· Practice Generosity - 1 Timothy 6:17–19
·  Focus on Eternal Riches - Colossians 3:1–2
