Messages and visions from God are rare at that time.

Calling: The LORD calls Samuel’s name...
Prophesying: Samuel shares God’s message with Eli

Confirmed prophet: Samuel keeps getting messages from God and
sharing them with the people.

God is on the Move
Messages rare w/ blind Eli > Messages common w/ alert Samuel

Samuel “opens the doors”
The LORD was with him...
