Going deeper (Philippians 1:1-11)
- Read Acts 16 for better context of Paul’s fellowship with the Philippians and the conception of the church there.
- Jesus is mentioned many times in these verses. How many times is He mentioned? What does Paul tell you about Jesus in the times He is mentioned? 
- What are some things we can do as believers to prepare for the DAY of Christ Jesus?
-Paul mentions prayer in this passage 3 times. Can you find them and write out what he is praying for?
· Take Paul’s prayer in verses 9-11 and use it. “Being confident of this, that He who began a good work in you will carry it on to completion until the Day of Christ Jesus.” 
· Pray for an increased love (I want to love like you Lord teach me)
· Pray for knowledge and depth of insight (I want to know you Lord teach me about your ways)
· Pray for discernment on what is best (I want to please you Lord show me how)
· Pray for purity and blamelessness (Lord I want the purity of the Holy Spirit in my life)
· Pray for the fruit of righteousness through Christ (Lord help me to bear your fruit)
· Pray that the Lord would be glorified in everything He does in you through all these prayers (Lord glorify your Name and thank you for all you continue to do for me)
Pray and thank God for His Body, the various members He uses to help you on your joyful journey with Christ….
