This Week in Church History 

 

1 March 1562 
French Protestants (called Huguenots) are attacked at Vassy while 
worshiping in a barn. The 2nd Duke of Guise orders the barn set on 
fire, killing over sixty of them and wounding one hundred more. This 
will set off a series of religious wars between French Roman Catholics 
and Protestants that will last almost forty years. 
 
2 March 1990 
Christians are physically assaulted by Muslims at the Egyptian city of 
Abu Qurqas and the towns of Beni Ebid and al-Berba. Five churches 
are severely damaged along with more than forty other properties 
belonging to Christians. 
 
3 March 1556 
Roman Catholics drive two hundred Protestants out of Locarno, 
Switzerland. They find refuge in Zurich with Henry Bullinger. 
 
4 March 1966 
London's ‘Evening Standard’ newspaper published an interview with 
Beatle John Lennon in which he remarked: “Christianity will... vanish 
and shrink... We're more popular than Jesus Christ right now.” The 
quote touched off a storm of international protest, resulting in 
burnings and boycotts of the Beatles' records. 
 
5 March 310 
Christian witness Adrianus is thrown to a lion in Palestine and 
afterwards slain with the sword. 
 
6 March 1735 
English revivalist George Whitefield wrote in a letter: “The renewal of 
our natures is a work of great importance. It is not to be done in a day. 
We have not only a new house to build up, but an old one to pull 
down.” 
 
7 March 1835 
Trembling and homesick, young Fanny Crosby arrives at a blind school 
in New York. There she will receive the training that will enable her to 
become an outstanding hymnwriter after her conversion.

Matthew 3:1-12      “John The Baptist Prepares the Way” 
 
3:1 In those days John the Baptist came preaching in the wilderness of 
Judea,  
2 “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.”  
3 For this is he who was spoken of by the prophet Isaiah when he said, 
“The voice of one crying in the wilderness: ‘Prepare the way of the 
Lord; make his paths straight.’” 
4 Now John wore a garment of camel's hair and a leather belt around 
his waist, and his food was locusts and wild honey.  
5 Then Jerusalem and all Judea and all the region about the Jordan were 
going out to him,  
6 and they were baptized by him in the river Jordan, confessing their 
sins. 
7 But when he saw many of the Pharisees and Sadducees coming to his 
baptism, he said to them, “You brood of vipers! Who warned you to flee 
from the wrath to come?  
8 Bear fruit in keeping with repentance.  
9 And do not presume to say to yourselves, ‘We have Abraham as our 
father,’ for I tell you, God is able from these stones to raise up children 
for Abraham.  
10 Even now the axe is laid to the root of the trees. Every tree therefore 
that does not bear good fruit is cut down and thrown into the fire. 
11 “I baptize you with water for repentance, but he who is coming after 
me is mightier than I, whose sandals I am not worthy to carry. He will 
baptize you with the Holy Spirit and fire.  
12 His winnowing fork is in his hand, and he will clear his threshing 
floor and gather his wheat into the barn, but the chaff he will burn 
with unquenchable fire.”
