This Week in Church History 

 

29 March 1788 
Death of Charles Wesley in London. An evangelist like his more 
famous brother, John, he also wrote many hymns of the highest quality. 
 
30 March 1533  
Thomas Cranmer is consecrated Archbishop of Canterbury. 
 
31 March 1515 
Needing money to rebuild St. Peter's basilica, Pope Leo X announces a 
sale of indulgences to run for eight years beginning this day. Albert of 
Brandenberg, deeply in debt after purchasing his position as 
archbishop, is allowed to keep half the proceeds, but will not profit as 
greatly as he hopes because the indulgence will anger the friar Martin 
Luther, who will post his Ninety-Five Theses in response. The 
Reformation will result. 
 
1 April 1743 
David Brainerd arrives at Kaunaumeek, about 20 miles northwest of 
Stockbridge, Massachusetts, where he will serve as a missionary 
among the Housatonic Indians. He will start a school for Indian 
children and translate some Psalms. 
 
2 April 1524 
At age 40, Swiss reformer Ulrich Zwingli (a former Catholic priest) 
publicly married the widow Anna (ne Reinhard) Meyer. Their 
marriage lasted until his death at the Battle of Kappel in 1531. 
 
3 April 1826 
Death of Reginald Heber in India. The following year, his hymns will 
be published posthumously. Among them will be “Holy, Holy, Holy” 
and “From Greenland's Icy Mountains.” 
 
4 April 397 
Death of Ambrose of Milan, a bishop of many talents. He will later be 
considered one of the four Latin fathers. He had been one of the “tools” 
God used to lead Augustine of Hippo to Christ.
