This Week in Church History 

 

5 April 1953 
In Washington, D.C., President Dwight Eisenhower inaugurated the 
Presidential Prayer Breakfast. (Its name was later changed to the 
Annual National Prayer Breakfast.) 
 
6 April 1827 
Death in Plymouth, England, of Robert Hawker, a noted preacher, 
writer, and compiler of a popular hymn books for children. His most 
famous hymn was the doxology “Lord, dismiss us with thy blessing.” 
 
7 April 1628 
Jonas Michaelius, 51, arrived in New Amsterdam (New York City), the 
first minister of the Dutch Reformed Church to come to America. 
 
8 April 2002 
Muslims in Kano state, Nigeria, demolish the first of eleven church 
buildings they will destroy this month to ensure that Christianity does 
not retain a foothold in the state. 
 
9 April 1945 
Dietrich Bonhoeffer is hanged by Nazis at Flossenbürg Concentration 
Camp. Shortly before the end he says, “This is the end… for me, the 
beginning of life.” 
 
10 April 1945 
U.S. Armed forces liberated the prison camp at Buchenwald, Germany. 
It was estimated that nearly 57,000 prisoners (mostly Jews) perished 
in the gas chambers of Buchenwald during its eight-year existence as a 
Nazi concentration camp. 
 
11 April 1933 
Khotan rebels enter Yarkant, China. They soon round up Muslim 
converts to Christianity. The first killed is twenty-year-old Habil, a 
Christian teacher, who had come to protect his thirteen-year-old sister 
from rape. Before being executed he had drawn a cross on a mud wall 
and above it a crown, saying, “First the cross, then the crown.” His 
sister Hava will be forced to marry a syphilitic Muslim and will 
contract the disease. When she is at the point of death, Swedish 
missionaries will rescue her, but she will die before she is twenty.
