This Week in Church History

Sermon Notes 26 April 2026 / Lord’s Day 17

26 April 1731

Death of Daniel Defoe, author of Robinson Crusoe. He wrote from a
Puritan non-conformist point of view. Two centuries after Defoe's
death, Neesima Shimeta, a Japanese youth, will be converted to
Christianity through reading Robinson Crusoe.

27 April 1570

Pope Pius V issues a bull against Queen Elizabeth of England,
excommunicating her as “a heretic and favorer of heretics,” depriving
her of her title to the crown, and forbidding all her subjects to obey her
on threat of excommunication themselves. Elizabeth, however, will
retain her throne and triumph over an attempted invasion by Catholic
Spain, going down in history as one of England's greatest monarchs.

28 April 1862

Death of George Washington Bethune, hymn translator, Reformed
church pastor, while preaching in Florence, Italy. He will be buried in
September and his hymn “It Is Not Death to Die” will be sung at his
funeral.

29 April 1749
Death of John Philip Boehm, founder of the German Reformed Church
in the United States.

30 April 418

Roman Emperor Honorius (who ruled 395-423) issued a decree
denouncing Pelagianism, which taught that humanity can take the
initial and fundamental steps toward salvation by its own efforts, apart
from divine grace.

1 May 1740

English revivalist George Whitefield wrote in his journal: “Lord, show
that Thou dost love me, by humbling and keeping me humble as long
as I live. The means I leave to Thee.”

2 May 373

Death of Athanasius in Alexandria, Egypt. More than any other man,
he took up the fight for Christ’s divinity in his writings. Five times he
had been forced into exile. Slander dogged him. Yet he remained
faithful to his vision of an uncreated Christ. He was the first to list
the books of the New Testament as we know them.

? “Blessed are the peacemakers, for they shall be called sons of God.
10“Blessed are those who are persecuted for righteousness' sake,
for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.

!1“Blessed are you when others revile you and persecute you and utter
all kinds of evil against you falsely on my account.'?Rejoice and be
glad, for your reward is great in heaven, for so they persecuted the
prophets who were before you.
