Question 50. Why is it added: AND SITS AT THE RIGHT HAND OF GOD? 
 

Answer: Because Christ ascended into heaven for this end, that He 
might there appear as Head of His church, by Whom the Father 
governs all things. 
 

Question 51. What benefit do we receive from this glory of our Head, Christ? 
 

Answer: First, that by His Holy Spirit He sheds forth heavenly gifts 
in us, His members; then, that by His power He defends and 
preserves us against all enemies. 
 

Question 52. What comfort is it to you that CHRIST SHALL COME AGAIN 
TO JUDGE THE QUICK AND THE DEAD? 
 

Answer: That in all my sorrows and persecutions, with uplifted head, 
I look for the self-same One, who has before offered himself for me, to 
the judgment of God and removed from me all curse, to come again as 
Judge from heaven; who shall cast all His and my enemies into 
everlasting condemnation, but shall take me, with all His chosen 
ones, to Himself, into heavenly joy and glory.

This Week in Church History 

 

WHY STUDY CHURCH HISTORY? 
Church history is the story of how God has guarded, purified, chastised, and 
strengthened His undeserving people. God has unique purposes for His church. 
 
10 May 1908 
At her urging, Ana M. Jarvis's church in Philadelphia holds one of the 
first Mother’s Day services. Ana supplies the church with white 
carnations, which had been her mom's favorite flower.  
 

11 May 1926 
J.R.R. Tolkien and C. S. Lewis have their first long chat. Five years 
afterward, Lewis converts to Christ. Later the two men, with a group 
of friends and colleagues, will become members of the Inklings, a 
predominantly Christian group at Oxford. 
 

12 May 1792 
William Carey publishes “An Enquiry into the Obligations of 
Christians, to Use Means for the Conversion of the Heathens”. The 
pamphlet forces many Protestants to rethink missions. 
 

13 May 1607 
Jamestown settlers attend their first prayer service in Virginia after 
their Anglican minister builds a makeshift church by nailing a piece of 
timber between two trees, and stretching a square of sailcloth over it. 
 

14 May 1948 
After nineteen centuries of enforced exile, the Jewish people regained 
their homeland when the State of Israel was formally proclaimed in Tel 
Aviv. On this same date, the U.S. became the first world nation to 
recognize the newly-refounded state of Israel. 
 

15 May 1943 
German Lutheran theologian and Nazi martyr Dietrich Bonhoeffer 
wrote in a letter from prison: “I read the Psalms every day, as I have 
done for years; I know them and love them more than any other book.” 
 

16 May 1553 
Roman Catholics in Lyons, France seize five young Frenchmen trained 
by the reformers Viret and Beza and burn them to death, despite the 
intercession of Reformed Swiss cantons.

4 “Blessed are those who mourn, for they shall be comforted. 
5 “Blessed are the meek, for they shall inherit the earth. 
6 “Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, for they 
shall be satisfied. 
7 “Blessed are the merciful, for they shall receive mercy. 
8 “Blessed are the pure in heart, for they shall see God. 
9 “Blessed are the peacemakers, for they shall be called sons of God. 
10 “Blessed are those who are persecuted for righteousness' sake, 
for theirs is the kingdom of heaven. 
11 “Blessed are you when others revile you and persecute you and utter 
all kinds of evil against you falsely on my account. 12 Rejoice and be 
glad, for your reward is great in heaven, for so they persecuted the 
prophets who were before you.
