This Week in Church History 

 

WHY STUDY CHURCH HISTORY? 
Church history is the story of how God has guarded, purified, chastised, and 
strengthened His undeserving people. God has unique purposes for His church. 
 
17 May 1521 
Martin Luther is taken prisoner in Antwerp by Frederick the Wise to 
protect him. 
 

18 May 304 
Traditional date on which seven elderly Christian women at Ancyra 
(in modern Turkey) were drowned when they refused to renounce the 
faith. 
 

19 May 1536 
Henry VIII has his wife Anne Boleyn beheaded on allegations of 
adultery and witchcraft. Anne had been sympathetic to the 
Reformation. Her real crime was to miscarry two sons, leaving King 
Henry VIII without a male heir, but she was mother of Queen 
Elizabeth I. 
 

20 May 325 
Council of Nicea opens to settle the issue of the Arian controversy. 
This is the church's first ecumenical church council since the days of 
the apostles. 
 

21 May 1536 
The General Assembly of Geneva, Switzerland officially embraced 
Protestantism by accepting the evangelical faith of the Swiss 
reformers. 
 

22 May 1740 
English revivalist George Whitefield wrote in a letter: “We must all 
have the spirit of martyrdom, though we may not all die martyrs.” 
 

23 May 1498 
Italian reformer Girolamo Savonarola, who had preached aggressively 
against the corruption of the church and society. He is 
excommunicated by the Pope, hanged for heresy, then his body is 
burned in Florence.
