This Week in Church History 

 

WHY STUDY CHURCH HISTORY? 
Church history is the story of how God has guarded, purified, chastised, and 
strengthened His undeserving people. God has unique purposes for His church. 
 
24 May 1844 
Inventor Samuel F. B. Morse demonstrates the world's first practical 
telegraph. His first message, sent from the Supreme Court to 
Baltimore, was a quote from the Bible: Numbers 23:23, “What hath 
God wrought.” 
 

25 May 1521 
Holy Roman Emperor Charles V pronounced Martin Luther an outlaw 
and heretic for refusing to recant his teachings while at the Diet of 
Worms (held the previous month). 
 

26 May 1910 
Pope Pius X issues his “Borromeo” encyclical (Editae saepe) in which 
he blames modern revolutions on “the would-be reformers of the 
sixteenth century” and characterizes them as enemies of the cross. 
 

27 May 1564 
Death at Geneva of John Calvin, reformer and theologian. 
 

28 May 1954 
President Dwight D. Eisenhower signed a bill which added the words 
“under God” to the Pledge of Allegiance. 
 

29 May 1453 
Constantinople, the capital of Eastern Christianity from A.D. 324, fell 
to the Turks. The city afterward became the capital of the Ottoman 
Empire and was renamed Istanbul. Its conquest marked the end of the 
Middle Ages. 
 

30 May 339 
Death of Eusebius, 74, Father of early church history. He attended the 
Council of Nicea in A.D. 325, and his “Historia Ecclesiastica” contains 
an abundance of detail on the first three centuries of the Early Church 
found nowhere else in ancient literature.
