WHY STUDY CHURCH HISTORY?

Church history is the story of how God has guarded, purified, chastised, and
strengthened His undeserving people. God has unique purposes for His church.

31 May 1567
Guido de Bres, author of the Belgic Confession, is hanged for his faith
in Valenciennes.

1 June 597
Ethelbert, an Anglo-Saxon king, is baptized, having converted to
Christianity weeks earlier.

2 June 304
Syrian Bishop St. Erasmus (also known as St. Elmo) is disemboweled
in Formia, Italy, during the savage persecution of Diocletian.

3 June 1732

Death of Dr. Edmund Calamy, best-known for compiling lists of
ministers who dissented from the Church of England and who were
consequently ejected from their pulpits. He had written biographies of
some.

4 June 1775

John Carmichael of Brandywine, Pennsylvania, preaches a sermon
saying war in self-defense is lawful. Sermons of this character helped
form American opinion at the time of its Revolutionary War.

5 June 1409

The Council of Pisa declares that the rival popes Gregory XII and
Benedict XIIT are “notorious schismatics, promoters of schism, and
notorious heretics, errant from the faith, and guilty of the notorious
and enormous crimes of perjury and violated oaths.”

6 June 1886
Death in Lancaster, Pennsylvania, of John Williamson Nevin, a
staunchly Calvinist theologian, who had opposed nineteenth-century
revivalism, believing it was too individualistic and did not uphold the
historic confessions of the church.
