Question 60. How are you righteous before God? 
Answer: Only by true faith in Jesus Christ. That is: although my conscience 
accuse me, that I have grievously sinned against all the commandments of 
God, and have never kept any of them, and that I am still prone always to all 
evil, yet God, without any merit of mine, of mere grace, grants and imputes to 
me the perfect satisfaction, righteousness and holiness of Christ, as if I had 
never committed nor had any sin, and had myself accomplished all the 
obedience which Christ has fulfilled for me, if only I accept such benefit with 
a believing heart. 
 

Question 61. Why do you say, that you are righteous only by faith? 
Answer: Not that I am acceptable to God on account of the worthiness of my 
faith; but because only the satisfaction, righteousness and holiness of Christ 
is my righteousness, before God, and I can receive the same and make it my 
own in no other way than by faith only.

This Week in Church History 

 

WHY STUDY CHURCH HISTORY? 
Church history is the story of how God has guarded, purified, chastised, and 
strengthened His undeserving people. God has unique purposes for His church. 
 
7 June 1891 
In his final sermon, C.H. Spurgeon called Christ “a Great, 
Compassionate Captain”. 
 

8 June 1862 
King George of Tonga and participants from Tonga, Fiji, and Samoa 
gather to celebrate Tonga’s new constitution and Christian 
government. Remembering with shame their former way of life, they 
break into sobs when they begin to sing “Jesus shall reign where’er the 
sun / Doth his successive journeys run.” 
 

9 June 1523 
Patrick Hamilton became a member of Scotland’s oldest and most 
influential university: St Andrews. He would become known as the 
First Star of the Scottish Reformation. 
 

10 June 1921 
Death in Chicago of American hymnwriter Edwin O. Excell. In his life 
he will be active in the publication of gospel songbooks and Sunday 
school conventions. Among his popular tunes are: “Since I Have Been 
Redeemed,” “I'll Be a Sunbeam,” and “Count Your Blessings.” 
 

11 June 1632 
John Owen graduates from Oxford University. He becomes one of the 
leading non-conformist preachers of his day and the author of many 
theological works. A Calvinist, he will strongly oppose Arminian 
views. 
 

12 June 1744 
David Brainerd is ordained in New Jersey. The latter years of his short 
life will be spent in efforts to evangelize American Indians until his 
death of tuberculosis at age twenty-nine. 
 

13 June 1525 
German reformer, Martin Luther, formerly a monk, marries Katherine 
von Bora, formerly a nun, who had escaped from her convent in a fish 
barrel.
