Answer: The Holy Ghost works it in our hearts by the preaching of the 
holy gospel, and confirms it by the use of the holy sacraments. 
 

Question 66. What are the sacraments? 
 

Answer: The sacraments are visible, holy signs and seals, appointed of 
God for this end, that by the use thereof, He may the more fully declare 
and seal to us the promise of the gospel: namely, that He grants us out 
of free grace the forgiveness of sins, and everlasting life, for the sake of 
the one sacrifice of Christ, accomplished on the cross. 
 

Question 67. Are both these, then, the Word and the sacraments, designed to 
direct our faith to the sacrifice of Jesus Christ on the cross, as the only ground of our 
salvation? 
 

Answer: Yes truly; for the Holy Ghost teaches us in the gospel, and by 
the holy sacraments assures us, that our whole salvation stands in the 
one sacrifice of Christ made for us on the cross. 
 

Question 68. How many sacraments has Christ appointed in the New Testament? 
 

Answer: Two: Holy Baptism, and the Holy Supper.

This Week in Church History 

 

WHY STUDY CHURCH HISTORY? 
Church history is the story of how God has guarded, purified, chastised, and 
strengthened His undeserving people. God has unique purposes for His church. 
 
21 June 1691 
John Flavel, a godly pastor in Dartmouth, England, preaches his last 
sermon, taking as his text 1 Corinthians 10: 12 “Wherefore let him that 
stands take heed lest he fall,” urging those who are careless of their 
Christian profession to show a deeper concern for their souls.  
 

22 June 1750 
Jonathan Edwards is dismissed from his pulpit in Northampton, 
Massachusetts, because he has rejected the “halfway covenant” which 
allows individuals who have made no confession of salvation to 
baptize their children. One hundred and fifty years later, Northampton 
Church will erect a monument to Edwards. 
 

23 June 1914 
J. Gresham Machen, Presbyterian educator and defender of orthodoxy, 
is ordained at Plainsboro, N.J. 
 

24 June 64 
Nero begins the first imperial persecution of Christians. 
 

25 June 1865 
English pioneer missionary J. Hudson Taylor, unable to bear the 
thought of millions perishing in the east, prays for twenty-four willing 
and skillful workers, and founds the China Inland Mission. 
 

26 June 1691 
Death at Exeter of John Flavel, an eminent English Puritan. Several 
future revival leaders, including George Whitefield and Robert Murray 
M'Cheyne, were influenced by his writings. 
 

27 June 1870 
Death of Cyrus Kingsbury a Presbyterian missionary to the Choctaw 
Indians. He had also raised money to free African-American slaves.
