Question 69. How is it signified and sealed unto you in Holy Baptism, that you have part 
in the one sacrifice of Christ on the cross? 
 

Answer: Thus: that Christ has appointed this outward washing with water, 
and has joined therewith this promise, that I am washed with His blood and 
Spirit from the pollution of my soul, that is, from all my sins, as certainly as I 
am washed outwardly with water, whereby commonly the filthiness of the 
body is taken away. 
 

Question 70. What is it to be washed with the blood and Spirit of Christ? 
 

Answer: It is to have the forgiveness of sins from God, through grace, for the 
sake of Christ's blood, which He shed for us in His sacrifice on the cross; and 
also, to be renewed by the Holy Ghost, and sanctified to be members of 
Christ, that so we may more and more die unto sin, and lead holy and 
unblamable lives. 
 

Question 71. Where has Christ promised, that we are as certainly washed with His blood 
and Spirit as with the water of Baptism? 
 

Answer: In the institution of Baptism, which runs thus: Go ye, therefore, and 
teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, 
and of the Holy Ghost. He that believeth, and is baptized, shall be saved; but 
he that believeth not, shall be damned. This promise is also repeated, where 
the Scripture calls Baptism the washing of regeneration, and the washing 
away of sins.

This Week in Church History 

 

WHY STUDY CHURCH HISTORY? 
Church history is the story of how God has guarded, purified, chastised, and 
strengthened His undeserving people. God has unique purposes for His church. 
 
28 June 1687 
A proclamation in Scotland allows all to serve God in their own way, 
in any house, but restrictions will be added four months later. 
 

29 June 67 
A Roman soldier beheads the apostle Paul in Rome. Preaching the 
Gospel of Christ Jesus, Paul did as much as any man to found the 
churches of the western Roman Empire. 
 

30 June 1637 
William Prynne, an outspoken and dogmatic Puritan, is pilloried in 
company with Henry Burton and John Bastwick. Prynne’s ears are 
cropped and he is branded with the letters “S.L.,” standing for 
“Seditious Libeler.” On his way back to prison, he writes some Latin 
verses claiming the S.L. stands for stigmata laudis (a pun meaning 
either “sign of praise,” or “sign of Laud”—Archbishop William Laud is 
his main persecutor). 
 

1 July 1555 
Gentle John Bradford is burned to death as a heretic during the reign 
of Mary Tudor. As he is led to his death, crowds line the way, weeping 
and praying for him. In the Tower of London, he had ministered to 
criminals. 
 

2 July 1505 
Terrified by a thunderstorm, Martin Luther vows to become a monk 
and soon afterward enters the order of Augustinian Hermits. 
 

3 July 1900 
Seventy-one Chinese Christians are martyred by Boxers at Shouyang. 
The number includes eighteen women and eleven children. 
 

4 July 1832 
The national hymn “America” is first sung in public at a children’s 
celebration of Independence Day, at the Park St. Church, Boston. The 
words had been written that February by the Rev. Samuel F. Smith and 
are sung to the tune of “God Save the King.”
