Question 73. Why, then, doth the Holy Ghost call Baptism the washing of regeneration, 
and the washing away of sins? 
 

Answer: God speaks thus not without great cause: namely, not only to teach 
us thereby that like as the filthiness of the body is taken away by water, so 
our sins also are taken away by the blood and Spirit of Christ;a but much 
more, that by this divine pledge and token He may assure us, that we are as 
really washed from our sins spiritually, as our bodies are washed with water.b

Question 74. Are infants also to be baptized? 
 

Answer: Yes. For since they, as well as their parents, belong to the covenant 
and people of God,a and both redemption from sin and the Holy Ghost, who 
works faith, are through the blood of Christ promised to them no less than to 
their parents;b they are also by Baptism, as a sign of the covenant, to be 
ingrafted into the Christian church, and distinguished from the children of 
unbelievers,c as was done in the Old Testament by circumcision,d in place of 
which in the New Testament Baptism is appointed.e

This Week in Church History 

 

WHY STUDY CHURCH HISTORY? 
Church history is the story of how God has guarded, purified, chastised, and 
strengthened His undeserving people. God has unique purposes for His church. 
 
5 July 1852 
In a speech given in Rochester, New York, escaped slave and 
abolitionist Frederick Douglass indicts ministers and churches who 
declare that slavery has divine sanction. The speech acquires the name 
“What to the Slave Is the Fourth of July?” 
 

6 July 1415 
Jan Hus, Czech reformer, is burned at the stake in Constance, Germany 
for “heresy.” He had been outspoken in his appeals for church reform 
and for political and religious rights for the common people. 
 

7 July 2026 (from Tabletalk Magazine) 
“When our spiritual lives feel stagnant, the remedy is not more 
methods but a renewed gaze at the cross. As we recall what it cost the 
Son of God to cleanse us, the wonder of that sacrifice stirs fresh 
gratitude and a hunger for the holiness that He purchased on our 
behalf.” 
 

8 July 1741 
In Enfield Massachusetts, Jonathan Edwards preaches the sermon 
“Sinners in the Hands of an Angry God.” Deeply affected by his own 
religious meditations—not all of which focused on hell; he also wrote 
much on the beauty of God.  
 

9 July 1838 
Death in India, of Sir Robert Grant, English hymnwriter and civil 
servant, who had written the well-known hymn “O Worship the 
King.” 
 

10 July 1553 
Lady Jane Grey, a Protestant, assumes the throne of England, reigning 
nine days. It is a move that will result in her execution seven months 
after Mary Tudor comes to power. 
 

11 July 335 
Athanasius leaves Alexandria in response to a summons to appear at a 
synod in Tyre, but when he learns that the council has made up its 
mind to condemn him, he will proceed to Constantinople and make his 
case to Emperor Constantine.
