Date: Feb 4, 2018. 
Scripture Passage:  Exodus 5:6-13, 7:1-13  
Lesson Theme:  God sends Moses to Pharaoh (Lesson 25).   
Read the take-home page to know what your child learned today.   
Some of the key themes listed:  

• Satan hates God & fights against God’s plans. 
• God controls people’s hearts. 
• God is all-knowing. 

Questions to ask (also listed on the sheet): 
1) When the magicians made their staffs become snakes, did that mean they were as powerful as God?  How did God show 

that He was more powerful?   
2) As God to show you that His power is always stronger – than the power people and even Satan. 

 
Date: Feb 11, 2018. 
Scripture Passage:  Exodus 7:14-Exodus 11 and Exodus 12-13 
Lesson Theme:  God sends plagues on Egypt (Lesson 26) & God passes over Israel and leads Israel out of Egypt (Lesson 27).           
Read the take-home page to know what your child learned today.   
Some of the key themes listed:  

• Satan hates God & fights against God’s plans. 
• God controls people’s hearts. 
• God is all-knowing and all-powerful. 
• God is merciful, loving and gracious.   

Questions to ask (also listed on the sheet): 
1) Why did God send more than one plague?  Why did He keep sending more? 
2) Ask God to help you fear him; realize how weak we are compared to Him. 
3) Did God leave a way for the Israelites to escape the final plague (punishment)?  What were they told to do? 
4) What are some ways God has shown you and your family mercy?  Thank Him for His mercy to you. 

 
Date: February 18, 2018. 
Scripture Passage: Exodus 14-15:21 
Lesson Theme:  God opens the Red Sea for Israel (Lesson 28) 
Family Discussion Questions:  
Read the take-home page to know what your child learned today.   
Some of the key themes listed:  

• God communicates with man. 
• God is faithful & His promises are true. 
• God is steadfast in His love for His people.   

Questions to ask (also listed on the sheet): 
1) Is anything too hard for God? 
2) Could Pharaoh stop God from keeping His promise? 
3) Did God keep His promise to the Hebrews? 

 
Date: February 25, 2018 
Scripture Passage:  Exodus 16:17:7  
Lesson Theme:  God provides food and water in the wilderness (Lesson 29).   
Read the take-home page to know what your child learned today.   
Some of the key themes listed:  

• God is merciful, loving and gracious. 
• God provides for His peoples. 
• God will not share His glory with another. 

Questions to ask (also listed on the sheet): 
1) Did the Hebrew people trust God to provide?   
2) How did God provide for them?
