MISSION UPDATE

Our investment in the work in Zambia is still paying dividends.
Edmond supports three key men at Namwianga Mission. Both
Thomas Simubali and Wilson Siazilo are part of the Evangelism and
Spiritual Growth (ESG) team. The ESG prepares students with tools
for evangelism, discipleship and church planting. Focus is directed
not only to teaching the lost throughout Zambia but encouraging
Christians on campus to mature in both faith and practice. The ESG's
most recent report (Jan-Mar 26) revealed that their participation in
church services, camp meetings, lectureships, prison visits, personal
Bible studies and hospital outreaches resulted in 121 people baptized
and 189 restored. Meanwhile, Kingster Folokwe is known in the
Kalomo District as “The Evangelist.” He is in constant demand to
preach throughout the area on Sundays as well as at the daily chapel
services for the hospital, the secondary school and the college. Ba
Folokwe said, “Each day our lives continue to speak to many people



and we remain deeply thankful for your ongoing support that makes

this ministry possible.”

Edmond also provides financial support for the Haven's Reunification
program that enables Eunice Mumkombwe and Michael Sibajene to
ensure that orphaned babies are ultimately reunited with relatives
that will take care of them. Finally, our Benevolence budget funds
sponsorships for six students at Namwianga Christian Secondary
School who would otherwise be unable to attend school.
