
Here are the five areas set before each 
VBC household (Rope Holder) 

for which they are to pray:

1. Ask the Lord, on a regular basis (if not daily, at least 
week-weekly), to extend great mercy to your nation.

2. Pray that legal and cultural situations would not 
hinder the fulfilling of Christ’s commission. For 
instance, if your nation is closed or greatly restricted, 
ask the Lord to open the door.

3. Pray for the leaders of your nation by name.

4. Pray that God would send more missionaries to your 
nation (Matthew 9:37-38).

5. Pray for the missionaries who are already in the 
nation for which you are assigned to pray - especially 
those with whom we have partnered.

Besides, there is something therapeutic about helping others, and 
injurious about being self-centered.  

By seeing to it that churches are being planted around the world, we 
are feeding the hungry, caring for the orphans, helping the sick––not 
only by preventing so much of it that sin brings on, but because 
churches result in better citizenry and therefore societies.  

So many of the problems men have in these areas are because of sin 
in their lives and those around them. Furthermore, people who 
know the Lord reach out to those around them in need. There is 
nothing like a vibrant New Testament church in a community!  

There is within the heart of man a need to be part of something 
bigger than himself! And what is bigger in time than eternity; in 
significance than salvation and the consequential new birth; and the 
joining together with your church family and a team of world wide 
missionaries to plant churches? 

Remember, you are saved today because of missions and mission-
aries! Pray therefore, your church will never lose its passion for the 
glory of God and the good of its fellow man through fulfilling the 
commission given her by Christ!  

Do not let those who have not yet caught the vision, damper yours. 
As the church grows, Rope Holders can be doubled-up on larger 
nations. Paul repeatedly risked his life in his efforts to rescue the lost 

 in the deep pits of sin. He had 
men “holding the ropes” for him! 

“I waited patiently for the Lord; 
and he inclined unto me, and 

heard my cry. He brought me up 
also out of an horrible pit, out 
of the miry clay, and set my feet 

upon a rock, and established 
my goings. Psalm 40:1-2 

READ: Acts 9:22-25 with II Corinthians 11:24-33. 

Is there a sense in which you can fulfill the commission of Christ 
given to this church to go into all the world...every nation . . . even 
to the uttermost - immediately?  

Absolutely! In maybe the most significant way! By the mighty and 
amazing mode of prayer. Prayer moves God and God moves the 
world—even the hearts of men! 

This is Vital! 
If you had missionaries permeating every nation, and no real true 
prayer was being offered on their behalf, many, if not most would 
crumble under the load and because of Satanic attack. If we will 
prayer, you will have more and better missionaries! 

Level One of our Global Vision strategy is to get the church 
praying for every nation. To get everyone involved according to 
priority––in keeping with what is of greater import.  

The Christian endeavor, above all things, is spiritual in nature. It 
obviously is a part of our physical world in a secondary sense; and 
God does care about the physical––He proved that by the miracles 
He did while on this earth in the person of His Son, but primarily 
it is inward in its operation. 

When we speak of the spiritual, we are speaking more so of the inter- 
nal aspect to man’s existence, as well as the unseen conflict raging all
