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THE WORD OF GOD 
In the first half of the service, we encounter God 

by hearing and responding to his truth in the Bible. 
Preparation 
(using The Book of Common Prayer 2019, Anglican Standard Text, 
Traditional Language) 
 It is customary for some to make the Sign of the Cross at times 
in the service when indicated by this symbol:  The shape of the 
Cross is traced over yourself by taking the right hand and touching 
first the forehead, then down to the heart, up to the left shoulder, 
then across to the right shoulder.

The Exhortation 
The Celebrant says to the People 
Dearly beloved in the Lord, ye who mind to come to the holy 
Communion of the Body and Blood of our Savior Christ, must 
consider how Saint Paul, in his First Letter to the Corinthians, 
exhorteth all persons diligently to try and examine themselves, 
before they presume to eat of that Bread, and drink of that Cup. 
For as the benefit is great, if with a true penitent heart and lively 
faith we receive that holy Sacrament; (for then we spiritually eat 
the flesh of Christ, and drink his blood; then we dwell in Christ, 
and Christ in us; we are one with Christ, and Christ with us;) so 
is the danger great, if we receive the same unworthily. For then 
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we are guilty of the Body and Blood of Christ our Savior; we eat 
and drink our own damnation, not considering the Lord’s Body. 

Judge therefore yourselves, brethren, that ye be not judged of 
the Lord. First, examine your lives and conversations by the 
rule of God’s commandments; and wherever you have 
offended, either by thought, word, or deed, there to confess 
yourselves to Almighty God, with full purpose of amendment of 
life. Be ready to make restitution for all injuries and wrongs 
done by you to any other; and be likewise ready to forgive others 
that have offended you: for otherwise the receiving of the Holy 
Communion doth nothing else but increase your damnation. 
Therefore, repent you of your sins, or else come not to that holy 
Table. 

If there be any of you, who by this means cannot quiet his own 
conscience therein, but requireth further comfort or counsel, 
let him come to me, or to some other Priest, and open his grief; 
that he may receive the benefit of absolution, together with 
godly counsel and advice, to the quieting of his conscience, and 
avoiding of all scruple and doubtfulness. 

And above all things ye must give most humble and hearty 
thanks to God, for the redemption of the world by the death and 
passion of our Savior Christ, both God and man; who did 
humble himself, even to the death upon the Cross, for us, 
miserable sinners, who lay in darkness and the shadow of 
death; that he might make us the children of God, and exalt us 
to everlasting life. 

And to the end that we should always remember the exceeding 
great love of our Master, and only Savior, Jesus Christ, hath 
instituted and ordained holy mysteries, as pledges of his love, 
and for a continual remembrance of his death, to our great and 
endless comfort.  

To him therefore, with the Father and the Holy Ghost, let us 
give, as we are most bounden, continual thanks; submitting 
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ourselves wholly to his holy will and pleasure, and studying to 
serve him in true holiness and righteousness all the days of our 
life.

The Lessons Please be seated. 
First Lesson: Genesis 2:4-9, 15-17, 25—3:7 
Reader: Debra Atherton 
These are the generations of the heavens and the earth when 
they were created, in the day that the LORD God made the earth 
and the heavens. 
5 When no bush of the field was yet in the land and no small 
plant of the field had yet sprung up—for the LORD God had not 
caused it to rain on the land, and there was no man to work the 
ground, 6 and a mist was going up from the land and was 
watering the whole face of the ground— 7 then the LORD God 
formed the man of dust from the ground and breathed into his 
nostrils the breath of life, and the man became a living 
creature. 8 And the LORD God planted a garden in Eden, in the 
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east, and there he put the man whom he had formed. 9 And out 
of the ground the LORD God made to spring up every tree that is 
pleasant to the sight and good for food. The tree of life was in 
the midst of the garden, and the tree of the knowledge of good 
and evil. 
15 The LORD God took the man and put him in the garden of Eden 
to work it and keep it. 16 And the LORD God commanded the 
man, saying, “You may surely eat of every tree of the garden, 
17 but of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil you shall not 
eat, for in the day that you eat of it you shall surely die.” 
25 And the man and his wife were both naked and were not 
ashamed. 

3 Now the serpent was more crafty than any other beast of the 
field that the LORD God had made. 

He said to the woman, “Did God actually say, ‘You shall not eat 
of any tree in the garden’?” 2 And the woman said to the serpent, 
“We may eat of the fruit of the trees in the garden, 3 but God 
said, ‘You shall not eat of the fruit of the tree that is in the midst 
of the garden, neither shall you touch it, lest you die.’” 4 But the 
serpent said to the woman, “You will not surely die. 5 For God 
knows that when you eat of it your eyes will be opened, and you 
will be like God, knowing good and evil.” 6 So when the woman 
saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was a delight to 
the eyes, and that the tree was to be desired to make one wise, 
she took of its fruit and ate, and she also gave some to her 
husband who was with her, and he ate. 7 Then the eyes of both 
were opened, and they knew that they were naked. And they 
sewed fig leaves together and made themselves loincloths.

1 Have mercy upon me, O God, in your great goodness; * 
  according to the multitude of your mercies  
  wipe away my offences. 
2 Wash me thoroughly from my wickedness * 
  and cleanse me from my sin. 
3 For I acknowledge my faults, * 
  and my sin is ever before me. 
4 Against you only have I sinned, and done this evil  
 in your sight, * 
  so that you are justified in your sentence,  
  and blameless in your judgment. 
5 Behold, I was brought forth in wickedness, * 
  and in sin my mother conceived me. 
6 But behold, you desire truth in the inward parts * 
  and shall make me understand wisdom secretly. 
7 You shall purge me with hyssop, and I shall be clean; * 
  you shall wash me, and I shall be whiter than snow. 
8 You shall make me hear of joy and gladness, * 
  that the bones which you have broken may rejoice. 
9 Turn your face from my sins, * 
  and blot out all my misdeeds. 
10 Create in me a clean heart, O God, * 
  and renew a right spirit within me. 
11 Cast me not away from your presence, * 
  and take not your holy Spirit from me. 
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12 O give me the comfort of your help again, * 
  and sustain me with your willing Spirit.

 Glory be to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Ghost; * 
  as it was in the beginning, is now, and ever shall be, world 
  without end. Amen. 

Second Lesson: Romans 5:12-21 
Reader: Debra Atherton Please be seated. 
Therefore, just as sin came into the world through one man, 
and death through sin, and so death spread to all men because 
all sinned— 13 for sin indeed was in the world before the law was 
given, but sin is not counted where there is no law. 14 Yet death 
reigned from Adam to Moses, even over those whose sinning 
was not like the transgression of Adam, who was a type of the 
one who was to come. 
15 But the free gift is not like the trespass. For if many died 
through one man's trespass, much more have the grace of God 
and the free gift by the grace of that one man Jesus Christ 
abounded for many. 16 And the free gift is not like the result of 
that one man's sin. For the judgment following one trespass 
brought condemnation, but the free gift following many 
trespasses brought justification. 17 For if, because of one man's 
trespass, death reigned through that one man, much more will 
those who receive the abundance of grace and the free gift of 
righteousness reign in life through the one man Jesus Christ. 
18 Therefore, as one trespass led to condemnation for all men, 
so one act of righteousness leads to justification and life for all 
men. 19 For as by the one man's disobedience the many were 
made sinners, so by the one man's obedience the many will be 
made righteous. 20 Now the law came in to increase the trespass, 
but where sin increased, grace abounded all the more, 21 so that, 
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as sin reigned in death, grace also might reign through 
righteousness leading to eternal life through Jesus Christ our 
Lord.

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The Nicene Creed Please stand. 

Celebrant Let us confess our faith in the words of the Nicene 
Creed: 

All We believe in one God,  
the Father, the Almighty,  
maker of heaven and earth,  
of all that is, visible and invisible.  

 We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ,  
the only-begotten Son of God,  
eternally begotten of the Father,  
God from God, Light from Light,  
true God from true God,  
begotten, not made,  
of one Being with the Father;  
through him all things were made.  

(It is customary to bow during the following words) 
For us and for our salvation he came down  
from heaven, was incarnate from the Holy Spirit  
and the Virgin Mary, and was made man.  

 For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate;  
he suffered death and was buried.  
On the third day he rose again in accordance  
with the Scriptures;  
he ascended into heaven  
and is seated at the right hand of the Father.  
He will come again in glory to judge  
the living and the dead,  
and his kingdom will have no end.  

 We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life,  
who proceeds from the Father and the Son,  
who with the Father and the Son is worshiped  
and glorified,  
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who has spoken through the prophets.  
We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church.  
We acknowledge one Baptism  
for the forgiveness of sins.  
 We look for the resurrection of the dead,  
and the life of the world to come. Amen.

The Deacon or other person appointed leads the prayers. We pray to God 
for the universal Church, the clergy and people, for the mission of the 
Church, for the nation and all in authority, for the peoples of the world, 
for the local community, for those who suffer and those in any need or 
trouble, and in thankful remembrance of the faithful departed and of all 
the blessings of our lives. Additional petitions may be added.
