You
do not know where he comes from, and yet he opened my eyes. * We know that
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God does not listen to sinners, but if anyone is a worshiper of God and does his will,
God listens to him. **Never since the world began has it been heard that anyone
opened the eyes of a man born blind. **If this man were not from God, he could do
nothing.” *They answered him, “You were born in utter sin, and would you teach
us?” And they cast him out.
