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THE WORD OF GOD 
In the first half of the service, we encounter God  

by hearing and responding to his truth in the Bible. 

Preparation (using The Book of Common Prayer 2019, Renewed Ancient Text) 

It is customary for some to make the Sign of the Cross at times in the service when indicated by this 
symbol:  The shape of the Cross is traced over yourself by taking the right hand and touching first the 
forehead, then down to the heart, up to the left shoulder, then across to the right shoulder.

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The Lighting of the Paschal Candle Please stand. 

Fire is kindled, after which the Celebrant says 

Eternal God, who made this most holy morning to shine with the brightness of 
your one true light: sanctify this new fire, we pray, and so set us aflame with the 
fire of your love, that with pure hearts and kindled affections we may attain to the 
radiance of your heavenly glory; through Jesus Christ our Lord. 
All Amen. 

The Celebrant lights the Paschal Candle from the newly kindled fire, and says 

May the light of Christ, rising in glory, banish all darkness from our hearts and 
minds. 

The Procession of the Paschal Candle 
The Deacon (or the Celebrant), bearing the Candle, leads the procession to the front of 
the sanctuary, pausing three times and singing or saying 

Celebrant The light of Christ. 
People Thanks be to God. 

The candles that have been distributed to members of the Congregation, are lit from the 
Paschal Candle. Other candles and lamps in the church, except for those at the Altar, 
may also be lit.  

The Paschal Candle is placed in its stand.

The Gospel: John 20:1-18

Now on the first day of the week Mary Magdalene came to the tomb early, while it 
was still dark, and saw that the stone had been taken away from the tomb. 2 So she 
ran and went to Simon Peter and the other disciple, the one whom Jesus loved, and 
said to them, “They have taken the Lord out of the tomb, and we do not know where 
they have laid him.” 3 So Peter went out with the other disciple, and they were going 
toward the tomb. 4 Both of them were running together, but the other disciple 
outran Peter and reached the tomb first.

12 And she saw two angels in white, sitting where the body of Jesus 
had lain, one at the head and one at the feet. 13 They said to her, “Woman, why are 
you weeping?” She said to them, “They have taken away my Lord, and I do not know 
where they have laid him.” 14 Having said this, she turned around and saw Jesus 
standing, but she did not know that it was Jesus. 15 Jesus said to her, “Woman, why 
are you weeping? Whom are you seeking?” Supposing him to be the gardener, she 
said to him, “Sir, if you have carried him away, tell me where you have laid him, 
and I will take him away.” 16 Jesus said to her, “Mary.” She turned and said to him 
in Aramaic, “Rabboni!” (which means Teacher). 17 Jesus said to her, “Do not cling 
to me, for I have not yet ascended to the Father; but go to my brothers and say to 
them, ‘I am ascending to my Father and your Father, to my God and your God.’” 
18 Mary Magdalene went and announced to the disciples, “I have seen the Lord”—
and that he had said these things to her.

The Prayer of Consecration We remember, we celebrate, we receive. 

The people may stand, kneel, or sit. 
Celebrant 
Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us for yourself; and when 
we had sinned against you and become subject to evil and death, you, in your 
mercy, sent your only Son into the world for our salvation. By the Holy Spirit and 
the Virgin Mary he became flesh and dwelt among us. In obedience to your will, he 
stretched out his arms upon the Cross and offered himself once for all, that by his 
suffering and death we might be saved. By his resurrection he broke the bonds of 
death, trampling Hell and Satan under his feet. As our great high priest, he 
ascended to your right hand in glory, that we might come with confidence before 
the throne of grace. 

On the night that he was betrayed, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he had 
given thanks, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat; this is my 
Body which is given for you: Do this in remembrance of me.” 

Likewise, after supper, Jesus took the cup, and when he had given thanks, he gave 
it to them, saying, “Drink this, all of you; for this is my Blood of the New Covenant, 
which is shed for you, and for many, for the forgiveness of sins: Whenever you 
drink it, do this in remembrance of me.” 

Therefore, we proclaim the mystery of faith: 

All Christ has died.

 Christ will come again. 
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The Celebrant continues 
We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, O Father, in this sacrifice of 
praise and thanksgiving, and we offer you these gifts. 
Sanctify them by your Word and Holy Spirit to be for your people the Body and 
Blood of your Son Jesus Christ. Sanctify us also, that we may worthily receive 
this holy Sacrament, and be made one body with him, so that he may dwell in us 
and we in him. In the fullness of time, put all things in subjection under your 
Christ, and bring us with all your saints into the joy of your heavenly kingdom, 
where we shall see our Lord face to face. 
All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ: By him, and with him, and in him, 
in the unity of the Holy Spirit, all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now 
and forever.
