The Lessons Please be seated. 

First Lesson: Ruth 1:1-19a 
Reader:  Richard Lund 
In the days when the judges ruled there was a famine in the land, and a man of 
Bethlehem in Judah went to sojourn in the country of Moab, he and his wife and 
his two sons. 2 The name of the man was Elimelech and the name of his wife Naomi, 
and the names of his two sons were Mahlon and Chilion. They were Ephrathites 
from Bethlehem in Judah. They went into the country of Moab and remained there. 
3 But Elimelech, the husband of Naomi, died, and she was left with her two sons. 
4 These took Moabite wives; the name of the one was Orpah and the name of the 
other Ruth. They lived there about ten years, 5 and both Mahlon and Chilion died, 
so that the woman was left without her two sons and her husband. 
6 Then she arose with her daughters-in-law to return from the country of Moab, for 
she had heard in the fields of Moab that the LORD had visited his people and given 
them food. 7 So she set out from the place where she was with her two daughters-
in-law, and they went on the way to return to the land of Judah. 8 But Naomi said to 
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her two daughters-in-law, “Go, return each of you to her mother's house. May the 
LORD deal kindly with you, as you have dealt with the dead and with me. 9 The LORD 
grant that you may find rest, each of you in the house of her husband!” Then she 
kissed them, and they lifted up their voices and wept. 10 And they said to her, “No, 
we will return with you to your people.” 11 But Naomi said, “Turn back, my 
daughters; why will you go with me? Have I yet sons in my womb that they may 
become your husbands? 12 Turn back, my daughters; go your way, for I am too old 
to have a husband. If I should say I have hope, even if I should have a husband this 
night and should bear sons, 13 would you therefore wait till they were grown? Would 
you therefore refrain from marrying? No, my daughters, for it is exceedingly bitter 
to me for your sake that the hand of the LORD has gone out against me.” 14 Then they 
lifted up their voices and wept again. And Orpah kissed her mother-in-law, but 
Ruth clung to her. 
15 And she said, “See, your sister-in-law has gone back to her people and to her gods; 
return after your sister-in-law.” 16 But Ruth said, “Do not urge me to leave you or to 
return from following you. For where you go I will go, and where you lodge I will 
lodge. Your people shall be my people, and your God my God. 17 Where you die I 
will die, and there will I be buried. May the LORD do so to me and more also if 
anything but death parts me from you.” 18 And when Naomi saw that she was 
determined to go with her, she said no more. 
19 So the two of them went on until they came to Bethlehem.

Second Lesson: 2 Timothy 2:1-15 Please be seated. 
Reader:  Richard Lund 

You then, my child, be strengthened by the grace that is in Christ Jesus, 2 and what 
you have heard from me in the presence of many witnesses entrust to faithful men, 
who will be able to teach others also. 3 Share in suffering as a good soldier of Christ 
Jesus. 4 No soldier gets entangled in civilian pursuits, since his aim is to please the 
one who enlisted him. 5 An athlete is not crowned unless he competes according to 
the rules. 6 It is the hard-working farmer who ought to have the first share of the 
crops. 7 Think over what I say, for the Lord will give you understanding in 
everything. 
8 Remember Jesus Christ, risen from the dead, the offspring of David, as preached 
in my gospel, 9 for which I am suffering, bound with chains as a criminal. But the 
word of God is not bound! 10 Therefore I endure everything for the sake of the elect, 
that they also may obtain the salvation that is in Christ Jesus with eternal glory. 
11 The saying is trustworthy, for: 

If we have died with him, we will also live with him; 12 if we endure, we will also 
reign with him; if we deny him, he also will deny us; 13 if we are faithless, he 
remains faithful—for he cannot deny himself. 
14 Remind them of these things, and charge them before God not to quarrel about 
words, which does no good, but only ruins the hearers. 15 Do your best to present 
yourself to God as one approved, a worker who has no need to be ashamed, rightly 
handling the word of truth.

On the way to Jerusalem he was passing along between Samaria and Galilee. 12 And 
as he entered a village, he was met by ten lepers, who stood at a distance 13 and lifted 
up their voices, saying, “Jesus, Master, have mercy on us.”

We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church.  
We acknowledge one Baptism for the forgiveness of sins.  
 We look for the resurrection of the dead,  

 and the life of the world to come. Amen. 

The Prayers of the People Please be seated or kneel. 

The Deacon or other person appointed leads the prayers. We pray to God for the universal 
Church, the clergy and people, for the mission of the Church, for the nation and all in 
authority, for the peoples of the world, for the local community, for those who suffer and 
those in any need or trouble, and in thankful remembrance of the faithful departed and of 
all the blessings of our lives. Additional petitions may be added. 
The Celebrant concludes with this or some other appropriate Collect. 
Celebrant Heavenly Father, grant these our prayers for the sake of Jesus Christ, 

our only Mediator and Advocate, who lives and reigns with you in the 
unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever.

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The Confession and Absolution of Sin 
Celebrant  Let us humbly confess our sins to Almighty God. 

There will be a time of silence. 
All Most merciful God, we confess that we have sinned against you in 

thought, word and deed, by what we have done, and by what we have 
left undone. We have not loved you with our whole heart; we have 
not loved our neighbors as ourselves. We are truly sorry and we 
humbly repent. For the sake of your Son Jesus Christ, have mercy on 
us and forgive us; that we may delight in your will, and walk in your 
ways, to the glory of your Name. Amen. 

Celebrant Almighty God, our heavenly Father, who in his great mercy has promised 
forgiveness of sins to all those who sincerely repent and with true faith 
turn to him, have mercy upon you,  pardon and deliver you from all 
your sins, confirm and strengthen you in all goodness, and bring you 
to everlasting life; through Jesus Christ our Lord.

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The Prayer of Consecration We remember, we celebrate, we receive. 
The people may stand, kneel, or sit. 

Celebrant 
Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us for yourself; and when 
we had sinned against you and become subject to evil and death, you, in your 
mercy, sent your only Son into the world for our salvation. By the Holy Spirit and 
the Virgin Mary he became flesh and dwelt among us. In obedience to your will, he 
stretched out his arms upon the Cross and offered himself once for all, that by his 
suffering and death we might be saved. By his resurrection he broke the bonds of 
death, trampling Hell and Satan under his feet. As our great high priest, he 
ascended to your right hand in glory, that we might come with confidence before 
the throne of grace. 
On the night that he was betrayed, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he 
had given thanks, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying, “Take, eat; this is 
my Body which is given for you: Do this in remembrance of me.” 
Likewise, after supper, Jesus took the cup, and when he had given thanks, he gave 
it to them, saying, “Drink this, all of you; for this is my Blood of the New Covenant, 
which is shed for you, and for many, for the forgiveness of sins: Whenever you 
drink it, do this in remembrance of me.”
