Lighting of the Advent Wreath 
Members of the Altar Guild 

Introduction 
Reader: 
 Today we begin the season of Advent. This is a season 

of Preparation, and we signal it with our Purple colors 
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which adorn our Church. This is a season which helps 
us mark the Advent or Coming of our Lord Jesus 
Christ. Both His first coming as a child in Bethlehem 
of Judea and His Second Coming in Glory. Each of the 
candles in the Advent Wreath marks one of the four 
weeks of this season and each of them prepares us for 
the great celebration of Christmas on December 25.  

 Today we light the first candle of Advent. It is the 
candle of HOPE. Its light flickering in our sanctuary 
reminds us of the prophets’ call, Come let us walk in 
the light of the Lord!  

Lesson: Malachi 4:1-6 
Reader: 
“For behold, the day is coming, burning like an oven, when all 
the arrogant and all evildoers will be stubble. The day that is 
coming shall set them ablaze, says the LORD of hosts, so that it 
will leave them neither root nor branch. 2 But for you who fear 
my name, the sun of righteousness shall rise with healing in its 
wings. You shall go out leaping like calves from the stall. 3 And 
you shall tread down the wicked, for they will be ashes under 
the soles of your feet, on the day when I act, says the LORD of 
hosts. 4 “Remember the law of my servant Moses, the statutes 
and rules that I commanded him at Horeb for all Israel. 5 
“Behold, I will send you Elijah the prophet before the great and 
awesome day of the LORD comes. 6 And he will turn the hearts 
of fathers to their children and the hearts of children to their 
fathers, lest I come and strike the land with a decree of utter 
destruction.”  

Candle Lighting 
The first candle of the Advent Wreath is lit.  
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The Collect of the Day A brief prayer on the day’s theme. 
Reader Let us pray.  
Almighty God, give us grace to cast away the works of darkness, 
and put on the armor of light, now in the time of this mortal life 
in which your Son Jesus Christ came to visit us in great humility; 
that in the last day, when he shall come again in his glorious 
majesty to judge both the living and the dead, we may rise to the 
life immortal; through him who lives and reigns with you and 
the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever. 
All Amen. 

The Lessons Please be seated. 
First Lesson: Isaiah 2:1-5 
Reader: Jim Ellfeldt 
The word that Isaiah the son of Amoz saw concerning Judah 
and Jerusalem. 
2 It shall come to pass in the latter days that the mountain of the 
house of the LORD shall be established as the highest of the 
mountains, and shall be lifted up above the hills; and all the 
nations shall flow to it, 3  and many peoples shall come, and say: 
“Come, let us go up to the mountain of the LORD, to the house of 
the God of Jacob, that he may teach us his ways and that we may 
walk in his paths.” For out of Zion shall go forth the law, and the 
word of the LORD from Jerusalem. 4 He shall judge between the 
nations, and shall decide disputes for many peoples; and they 
shall beat their swords into plowshares, and their spears into 
pruning hooks; nation shall not lift up sword against nation, 
neither shall they learn war anymore.

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Second Lesson: Romans 13:8-14 
Reader: Jim Ellfeldt Please be seated. 
Owe no one anything, except to love each other, for the one 
who loves another has fulfilled the law. 9 For the 
commandments, “You shall not commit adultery, You shall not 
murder, You shall not steal, You shall not covet,” and any other 
commandment, are summed up in this word: “You shall love 
your neighbor as yourself.” 10 Love does no wrong to a neighbor; 
therefore love is the fulfilling of the law. 
11 Besides this you know the time, that the hour has come for 
you to wake from sleep. For salvation is nearer to us now than 
when we first believed. 12 The night is far gone; the day is at 
hand. So then let us cast off the works of darkness and put on 
the armor of light. 13 Let us walk properly as in the daytime, not 
in orgies and drunkenness, not in sexual immorality and 
sensuality, not in quarreling and jealousy. 14 But put on the Lord 
Jesus Christ, and make no provision for the flesh, to gratify its 
desires.

On the third day he rose again in accordance  
with the Scriptures;  
he ascended into heaven  
and is seated at the right hand of the Father.  
He will come again in glory to judge  
the living and the dead,  
and his kingdom will have no end.  

 We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life,  
who proceeds from the Father and the Son,  
who with the Father and the Son is worshiped  
and glorified,  
who has spoken through the prophets.  
We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church.  
We acknowledge one Baptism  
for the forgiveness of sins.  
 We look for the resurrection of the dead,  
and the life of the world to come. Amen. 

The Prayers of the People Please be seated or kneel. 
 We pray to God for others. 
The Deacon or other person appointed leads the prayers. We pray to God 
for the universal Church, the clergy and people, for the mission of the 
Church, for the nation and all in authority, for the peoples of the world, 
for the local community, for those who suffer and those in any need or 
trouble, and in thankful remembrance of the faithful departed and of all 
the blessings of our lives. Additional petitions may be added.

The Prayer of Consecration  We remember, 
we celebrate, we receive. 

The People may stand, sit, or kneel. 
Celebrant 
Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us for 
yourself; and when we had sinned against you and become 
subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent your only 
Son into the world for our salvation. By the Holy Spirit and the 
Virgin Mary he became flesh and dwelt among us. In obedience 
to your will, he stretched out his arms upon the Cross and 
offered himself once for all, that by his suffering and death we 
might be saved. By his resurrection he broke the bonds of 
death, trampling Hell and Satan under his feet. As our great 
high priest, he ascended to your right hand in glory, that we 
might come with confidence before the throne of grace. 
On the night that he was betrayed, our Lord Jesus Christ took 
bread; and when he had given thanks, he broke it, and gave it to 
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his disciples, saying, “Take, eat; this is my Body which is given 
for you: Do this in remembrance of me.” 
Likewise, after supper, Jesus took the cup, and when he had 
given thanks, he gave it to them, saying, “Drink this, all of you; 
for this is my Blood of the New Covenant, which is shed for 
you, and for many, for the forgiveness of sins: Whenever you 
drink it, do this in remembrance of me.”

Sanctify them by your Word and Holy Spirit to be for your people 
the Body and Blood of your Son Jesus Christ.  Sanctify us also, 
that we may worthily receive this holy Sacrament, and be 
made one body with him, so that he may dwell in us and we in 
him.
