It has been a long and
sometimes difficult process, but the Lord has carried us
through, and we are almost to the finish line. We have a buyer,
the final lot line adjustment application has been submitted to
the county, and we expect it to be approved any day now.
Completing the sale will be a massive step forward for our
church, and we are so grateful God has brought us this far. We
hope to use the funds from the sale to repair the buildings and
continue the work of the ministry here in Penngrove for many
years to come.
