SCRIPTURE PRAYER EXAMPLE

Scripture prayer for wisdom, prudence, and freedom from fear, using Proverbs 1:2-3,33:
Father, I pray that [insert name] would know wisdom and instruction, perceive words of understanding, willingly receive the instruction of wisdom, justice, and judgment, and equity. May she hearkeneth unto wisdom and dwell in safety, quieted from fear of evil. In Jesus’ Name, Amen.
YOUR PRAYER TIME

PRAISE:  First take time to praise the Father, Son, and Spirit and bring thank offerings.  Psalm 100:4 tells us to “Enter into his gates with thanksgiving, and into his courts with praise: be thankful unto him, and bless his name.”

Week 1: Read Revelation 4.  At a conference I attended recently, the speaker quizzed us on the predominate attribute of God, the first one that comes to mind.  Now, you have a heads up having read this passage, but the overwhelming response from the audience was “love.”  Then he revealed in Scripture a better answer.
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Isaiah 6:2-4

Above it stood the seraphims: each one had six wings; with twain he covered his face, and with twain he covered his feet, and with twain he did fly.

And one cried unto another, and said, Holy, holy, holy, is the LORD of hosts: the whole earth is full of his glory.

And the posts of the door moved at the voice of him that cried, and the house was filled with smoke. 

Revelation 4:8

And the four beasts had each of them six wings about him; and they were full of eyes within: and they rest not day and night, saying, Holy, holy, holy, LORD God Almighty, which was, and is, and is to come. 
These awesome, breathtaking, heart-stopping scenes emerge as the curtain of Heaven is pulled back and God permits these previews.  Revealed are the tremendous creatures circling God’s throne.  With eyes covered and feet hidden by their wings, their cries midflight are, “Holy, holy, holy!”  Revealed is the one word that describes the character and presence of God: holy.  Isaiah’s response would be ours.  Any hope of being “good enough” faints before Him, and against the backdrop of the creatures’ cry, the cry of every man rises, “Woe is me!”

“Who is able to stand before this holy LORD God?” (I Samuel 6:20)

At the intercession of “Woe is me!” and “Hallelujah, what a Savior!” grace is found.  Hope is not lost.  Praise be to God, Who displayed His love by giving us an Intercessor, the Lord Jesus Christ – (read aloud) Lion of the Tribe of Judah; First and Last; Beginning and End; firstborn among the dead; the Lamb slain for the sins of the world; Savior; King of kings; Lord of lords; Son of God; the One holding the keys of death and Hades; root and offspring of David; the Word; bright and Morning Star; the Amen; Faithful and True Witness.  He was.  He is.  He is to come.

Week 2: Read Psalm 62:5-8.  My husband has often told the young adult Sunday School class that the One they trust with their eternity, they can trust with their tomorrow.  Our Psalmist, David, made such a declaration in today’s passage.  He had been in too many situations where God was his only hope of deliverance.  I believe that God loves to be called upon (David did plenty of that) and that Heaven is at its busiest when prayers are flooding the Throne.

In your mind’s eye, split-screen circumstances here on earth with what you know about Heaven.  The four living creatures cry day and night without ceasing, “Holy, holy, holy, LORD God Almighty, which was, and is, and is to come.”  Angels are declaring the praise of the Father, the Son, and the Spirit.  Instruments are strumming, and the saints of the Lord are singing the songs of the redeemed blended in choral beauty.  Heaven’s pleasures are being enjoyed by her residents.  All the while, God is responding to the prayers of His people.  God’s angels are being dispatched, some are reporting in, all performing the Father’s bidding in Heaven and on earth.  

What may seem chaos here on earth is fully known in Heaven.  God knows how Satan and his army continue to rage against the children of God, racing against the clock of Satan’s determined end, creating deception and illusions.  Yet the Lord is seated in the heavenlies.  Every prayer is heard.  And there is not one smidgen of chaos in Heaven.  As Corrie Ten Boom once said, “There is no panic in Heaven, only plans.”  From Isaiah 40:21-24:
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Have ye not known? have ye not heard? hath it not been told you from the beginning? have ye not understood from the foundations of the earth?

It is he that sitteth upon the circle of the earth, and the inhabitants thereof are as grasshoppers; that stretcheth out the heavens as a curtain, and spreadeth them out as a tent to dwell in:

That bringeth the princes to nothing; he maketh the judges of the earth as vanity.

Yea, they shall not be planted; yea, they shall not be sown: yea, their stock shall not take root in the earth: and he shall also blow upon them, and they shall wither, and the whirlwind shall take them away as stubble. 
In our unprecedented era of 24/7 connectivity to news, radio, television, etc., the evil one has powerful forums to stream fear-inducing headlines, indoctrinate the culture, and press his agenda.  But 24/7, God is on His Throne.  His reign is secure.  His Word is alive and powerful, targeting fear, transforming culture.  His agenda will not be thwarted.  He is a refuge to His people.  His throne is glorious and is the place of our sanctuary.

A glorious high throne from the beginning is the place of our sanctuary.
O LORD, the hope of Israel, all that forsake thee shall be ashamed, 
and they that depart from me shall be written in the earth, 
because they have forsaken the Lord, the fountain of living waters. (Jeremiah 17:12-13)

Be still before Him.  Rest in Him.  Delight in Him.  Spread out your hands to Him (II Chronicles 6:12-13; Psalm 88:9b).  Worship Him.  Quiet your soul before Him.  May He arrest all that wearies and distracts you today.

THANKSGIVING:  Honor God by remembering His blessings and recall answered prayers.  “Whoso offereth praise glorifieth me: and to him that ordereth his conversation aright will I shew the salvation of God.”  Psalm 50:23
CONFESSION:  Now take time to allow the Spirit to counsel your heart to prepare you to come before the throne.  Isaiah 59:2 states “But your iniquities have separated between you and your God, and your sins have hid his face from you, that he will not hear.”  But I John 1:9 states “If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.”  
INTERCESSION:  Lastly, know that the LORD delights when we come with bold prayers before His throne.  He awaits our prayers.  Hebrews 4:14-16.
Thank you for your faithful prayers.  Revelation 5:8 – “And when he had taken the book, the four beasts and four and twenty elders fell down before the Lamb, having every one of them harps, and golden vials full of odours, which are the prayers of saints.”
