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Church Family, 

What a wonderful day of worship we experienced together this past Sunday as we focused on The 
Father’s love in the parable of the Prodigal Son. Even in the midst of the younger son’s rebellion and the 
older son’s resentment, the father’s love, compassion, and forgiveness never wavered. What a beautiful 
picture of our Heavenly Father and His steadfast love toward us! 

This coming Sunday, we will resume our series through the book of Esther as we turn our attention 
to Esther chapter 4. Once again, we will be reminded of God’s providential hand as we consider how He 
had placed Esther exactly where she needed to be— “for such a time as this.” I encourage you to spend 
time reading Esther 4 this week as we prepare our hearts for worship and the study of God’s Word 
together. 

As I write this article, our students and student leaders are arriving on campus and preparing to depart 
for Lifeway Camp at Ridgecrest, North Carolina. Please make it a priority to faithfully lift this group before 
the Lord throughout the week. 

Pray for safe travel and protection. Pray for meaningful fellowship and Christ-centered friendships. Pray 
for spiritual growth as students deepen in the grace and knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ. Pray 
especially for those who may not yet have a personal relationship with Christ, that God would draw them 
to Himself and open their hearts to the gospel. 

Pray also for the camp pastors, worship leaders, counselors, and student leaders. Ask God to strengthen 
them physically, spiritually, and emotionally. Pray that He would give them wisdom, encouragement, and 
opportunities to speak truth into the lives of students. May the Lord use every conversation, every 
worship service, and every Bible study to point hearts to Jesus. Let us be a church that prays faithfully 
and expectantly.

Contentment 

Under the inspiration of the Holy Spirit, Paul writes in Philippians 4:11: 

“I don’t say this out of need, for I have learned to be content in whatever circumstances I find 
myself.” (CSB) 

Contentment is a virtue that does not come naturally. In our human nature, we often pursue comfort, 
security, and satisfaction in circumstances, possessions, or achievements. Yet Scripture teaches us that 
true contentment is found in Christ alone. 

Paul’s words reveal three important truths about contentment: 
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1. Contentment Must Be Learned 

Contentment is not automatic. Our hearts naturally focus on what we lack rather than what God has 
provided. As we grow in our relationship with Christ, however, we begin to desire what He desires and 
trust His provision for our lives. Contentment grows as we learn to rest in His wisdom and goodness. 

2. Contentment Recognizes Circumstances but Does Not Depend on Them 

Contentment does not ignore reality. Content believers experience both joyful seasons and difficult 
ones. Paul ministered in palaces and prisons, enjoyed abundance and endured hardship. Yet his joy 
remained anchored in Christ rather than in his circumstances. Contentment enables us to see every 
situation as an opportunity for God's purposes and glory. 

3. Contentment Produces Generosity 

Paul wanted his readers to understand that he was not seeking sympathy or attempting to manipulate 
them. Instead, he was sharing a truth that had transformed his life. A content heart is a generous heart. 
When we trust God to meet our needs, we are freed to serve others, give sacrificially, and rejoice in God’s 
provision. 

As we reflect upon God’s providential work in our lives, can we look back on both the joyful and difficult 
seasons and see how He has used them for His glory? Can we view our circumstances as opportunities 
to share the gospel and demonstrate our faith in Christ? May we learn, by His grace, to be content in the 
Lord—always.
